[bookmark: _GoBack]Two sons from a working-class family, John and TJ Osborne grew up in a small, Maryland water town writing and playing songs for friends and family in their father’s shed. John moved to Nashville first to play in other bands and two years later, TJ joined him. It was then they formed Brothers Osborne as a twang-and-crunch duo that blends equal parts country and rock into one of the freshest, most identifiable sounds to come out of Nashville in recent years. 

The singer/songwriter siblings recently won CMA “Vocal Duo of the Year” for the second year in a row in addition to “Music Video of the Year” for their Top 10, GRAMMY-nominated single “It Ain’t My Fault.” Brothers Osborne’s debut album PAWN SHOP was released January 2016 and was recently certified Gold by the RIAA. PAWN SHOP features three GRAMMY-nominated tracks including “It Ain’t My Fault”, the Platinum Certified No.1 smash hit “Stay A Little Longer” as well as Top 25 hit “21 Summer.” 

They just released their new single “Shoot Me Straight” off their upcoming sophomore album PORT SAINT JOE, available April 20th. 

Brothers Osborne has previously toured with Chris Stapleton, Eric Church, Little Big Town, Miranda Lambert and more. They will launch their first headlining UK tour this May, then join Dierks Bentley on his Mountain High Tour this summer.

PORT SAINT JOE Album Soundbites:

CUT 20: TJ Osborne of Brothers Osborne talks about heading down to Port Saint Joe, Florida to record the duo’s sophomore album.

Brothers Osborne (recording in Port Saint Joe) OC: …we captured. 1:10
TJ: “I think it started off as Jay kind of brought it up one time. We were meeting about doing the record and he said, ‘Man, it would be cool to get out of Nashville. I’ve got a beach house that we can go to and just kind of shack up in.’ I think partly it started because he just wanted to get out himself. He had been in his own studio for so long that I think everyone just kind of needed a change of scene. And it kind of started off almost like a joke that turned into within a couple of days we were like why don’t we do that. It would be nice for us as well, and I thought it helped the creative process to get out of the bubble of Nashville. And fast forward a couple of months we’re loading up a U-Haul truck and taking it down to his beach house. It made no sense other than it being an awesome place to record. There was just sand everywhere. It got all in his beer, and we were in this house that was not made for recording at all, which was kind of part of the charm. There was a lot of bleed and none of the doors had any foam or any isolation to them. It was really, really cool. It kind of felt like when you are playing music at home and you just love that jamming. You’re just sitting on your couch playing music, and I felt like that’s kind of what we captured.”

CUT 21: John Osborne of Brothers Osborne talks about visiting the town of Port Saint Joe years ago.

Brothers Osborne (Port Saint Joe town) OC: …cool town. :38
JOHN: “I went to Port Saint Joe years ago to play. It was after one of the hurricanes or the BP oil spill or something like that. It was BP oil spill. That’s what it was. And the government gave a huge grant to this town that was affected by the oil spill and they used some of the money for a concert series and the band that actually played in Port Saint Joe. They set up a small stage and I thought it was really cool. I never thought I would go back to that place. I really enjoyed it. It was a nice little snapshot in time. And then I kind of forgot about it and then when we went down to Port Saint Joe to record our record I was like, ‘Oh my God, this is that place where we played that one random show where they don’t have concerts.’ It’s a really, really cool town.”

CUT 22: Brothers Osborne explain how they came up with the title of their new album, Port Saint Joe.

Brothers Osborne (Port Saint Joe) 1 OC: …Port Saint Joe. :29
JOHN: “Port Saint Joe is a record that we recorded in Port Saint Joe, Florida. We just shacked up in a beach house for two weeks and we just played music that felt good to us. We recorded them all live. We left all of the mistakes in there. We left it nice and raw. We tracked 10 songs.” TJ: “Yeah, and so once we were done recording it there, we’re still affected by the location of where it was that we decided to go ahead and title the record after it and call it Port Saint Joe.”

CUT 23: Brothers Osborne says getting out of Nashville helped them focus just on making a record.

Brothers Osborne (Port Saint Joe) 2 OC: …you escape. :21
JOHN: “There were no distractions, because we were away from Nashville.  We were just really able to stay focused and do our thing and not worry about the distractions of just being at home in Nashville.” TJ: “And that was one of the things that we most loved about recording out there was just to simply get into the record and get lost and do what really music does best; it just helps you escape.”

CUT 24: Brothers Osborne talk about recording their new album in a beach house, instead of a Nashville studio.

Brothers Osborne (recording in a house) OC: (JOHN) …the right move. 1:10
JOHN: “The studio wasn’t a studio. It was a house. I mean the place was not in any way, shape or form built for recording, which made it even cooler. That was the best part about it so we just set up in the living room. The drums set up near the fireplace. The ceiling was kind of vaulted so we got some pretty cool room sounds. And the kitchen was all there in one spot and Jay had his brother come down and he was cooking food for us. So, literally as we were tracking drums, guitar, bass, we’re all in this room together.” TJ: “It’s the kitchen, living room and dining room were in one big communal room.” JOHN: “Yeah. And they were flipping burgers. If you solo some tracks, you can actually hear him cooking, like spoons banging and pots banging on the stove. So, it was cool. We were over there jamming and we look over and he’s just like over there playing air guitar and making food. This is not how you’re supposed to do it. We were in Nashville where there’s like a $1 million studio everywhere you look. It’s the mecca for recording, and we decided to scrap that whole thing and just go down to a beach house that is not meant for recording at all and just have fun. I think it was the right move.”

CUT 25: Brothers Osborne’s John Osborne talks about recording “Shoot Me Straight.”

Brothers Osborne (recording “Shoot Me Straight”) OC: …recreate that. 1:17
JOHN: “Most of the record was recorded live. If you listen to the record intently, you will hear mistakes and the solo on ‘Shoot Me Straight,’ there are notes that I’m going for and I miss and Jay was adamant about leaving them because we captured a live moment. We had just been on the road for months. We had taken a bus from a gig to Port Saint Joe and unloaded our gear off of it so we were kind of in the mindset of playing like a band and that’s what he wanted to capture. And ‘Shoot Me Straight’ literally is just us jamming in a room. We had tracked that song a few different times over the two-week course of staying there, and one of the last nights we were there we had some friends all come down from Nashville and we just set up in the room. It was late at night. We had all been drinking and partying a little bit, and he wanted us to get in front of like our friends and jam and that was the take. He wouldn’t let us fix anything. I’m glad that he didn’t because music these days it’s so perfect. I mean you can go back and fix everything all you want until the cows come home, but this record is a snapshot of just what happened. The four minutes in time this is what happened and that’s it. And some of our favorite music listening to is that. It’s just a live moment that was captured in time and you can’t really recreate that.”

CUT 26: Brothers Osborne talks about the duo’s song “Shoot Me Straight.”

Brothers Osborne (Shoot Me Straight) OC: …into this one. :31
“We thought this lead single off of our new record would be a really great representation of just kind of what’s to come on this new record, but also was kind of a good little second story to ‘It Ain’t My Fault.’ The song really being about the double entendre of just the saying, ‘shoot me straight,’ ‘give it to me straight,’ but also make it burn like a shot of whiskey and shoot me straight. It’s one of the songs that kind of ties the last record into this one.”

CUT 27: Brothers Osborne’s TJ Osborne talks about “Slow Your Roll.”

Brothers Osborne (Slow Your Roll) OC: …remind myself of. [laughs]  :37
“You know, I think even for us life goes really really quickly, and we’re always thinking, ‘Okay, we wanna do this. We wanna achieve that. We wanna put another record out. We want another single. We want a Grammy,’ and you’re like, ‘Chill out,’ even to yourself. ‘Just calm down. You’ve done a lot in a very little time and just smell the roses too, you know?’ We get so caught up in everything NOW. Everything’s instant. Everything, download it. I want it NOW! I want it right NOW! So, ‘Slow Your Roll’ is a good thing to remind myself of.” [laughs]  

CUT 28: Brothers Osborne’s TJ Osborne talks about the song “I Don’t Remember Me (Before You).

Brothers Osborne I Don’t Remember Me (Before You) 1:05
“There was a bit of the song that was a little on the nose. I don’t – it started the first tag (sings) which was an idea Shane had. He showed up that day and goes ‘I don’t remember my life before I had my babies.’ He said ‘I literally can’t think of who I was. I don’t remember who I was before his husband Michael. And we thought man, that is a really interesting thing. An incredible idea. I’m sure it’s been done to some extent but I can’t really recall that subject being said that way. And so we were all about it. We loved the idea and the concept but when Jay heard it he goes ‘man, I think it would be really cool to save the ‘before you’ till the end of the song and I instantly was like man, I think that’s a killer idea. John and I were all about it. And so it ends now (sings) it kind of goes in a turn around. You don’t know what the hell I’m talking about. ‘I don’t remember me,’ you keep hearing this, and then at the end is the reveal ‘I don’t remember me before you,’ which I think is great. It also made it problematic the title of the song.”

CUT 29: Brothers Osborne’s TJ Osborne talks about Jay Joyce’s production on Weed, Whiskey and Willie.

Brothers Osborne (Weed, Whiskey and Willie) 1 OC: …really cool. :36
“Even  at the top of ‘Weed Whiskey Willie’ you hear me playing acoustic guitar it sounds like I’m noodling or something and I thought that was just going to be taken out. I was really checking to make sure my guitar was in tune, and I’m just kind of like fiddling with it and then I came – when I was going to come in with the guitar at the top of the verse when I start singing and Jay left all that in.  So, when you hear that, it’s actually really cool where you hear me strumming and noodling with the strings. And I was just thinking, ‘Alright, this is the studio, we’ll edit this part out,’ and it ended up being kind of a part of the thing. It was just capturing the live moment, which was really cool.”

CUT 30: Brothers Osborne’s John Osborne talks about the song “Weed, Whiskey and Willie.”

Brothers Osborne (Weed, Whiskey and Willie) 2 OC: …country artists. [laughs] :31
“It was so much fun to write. It was just writing a heartbreak song, and there’s nothing more country about Whiskey, weed and Willie Nelson, and they all happen to start with W’s, which is just perfect for a songwriter because we love alliteration more than anything in the world. And it was just so much fun getting to write a song like that, and it’s also a bit bluesy and a little swampier and a little grittier. It gave us a chance to record something like that because inherently that’s just who we are as people. Just a little bit darker. A little bit sadder than maybe most country artists.”

CUT 31: Brothers Osborne’s John Osborne talks the story behind “Tequila Again.”

Brothers Osborne (Tequila Again) 1 OC: …it’s Tequila. :19
“I had had that title for a while. I thought it would be kind of fun to write a song almost like a Willie Nelson style tune about a guy who the lyrics make it sound like he met this woman and then he ended up heartbroken and all this stuff, but it actually turns out it’s Tequila.”

CUT 32: Brothers Osborne’s John Osborne talks about recording “Tequila Again,” a song on their brand-new album, Port Saint Joe. 

Brothers Osborne (Tequila Again) 2 OC: …going for. :32
“Recording it was really fun because we just tracked it live.  And one of the cool things about that song is he and I are sitting in the room together. I’m playing mandolin and he’s playing acoustic, and drums and bass are being tracked in the other room…typically, y you would isolate the harmony vocals or overdub the harmony vocals later.  But I just sat in the room, so if you just soloed the acoustic instruments you’d hear the vocals bleeding in and out of it. And the cool thing about that is it sounds like you’re just sitting right in the middle of the room listening to some guys play a song, and that’s exactly what we were going for.”

CUT 33: Brothers Osborne’s TJ Osborne talks about the extra “sound effects” while recording “Tequila Again” for their new album, Port Saint Joe.

Brothers Osborne (Tequila Again) 3 OC: …really cool. :31
“At the end of the track you actually hear some waves clamoring and we were out on the front porch of this house and it’s really windy because it’s right on the coast and they have these big blankets and stuff trying to stop the wind from the microphones.  And the waves were crashing really hard that day and we recorded the – the end of that song if you hear it, these waves crashing, it’s us on the front porch and literally the sound of the waves crashing behind us, which I thought was a really cool thing.  It was really hard to do.  It was so damn windy and those mics pick up everything.  It turned out really cool.”

CUT 34: Brothers Osborne talk about “A Couple Wrongs Makin’ It Alright.”

Brothers Osborne (A Couple Wrongs…) OC: (John) …hilarious. :52
JOHN: “That song is a weird one because we didn’t have a hook or a title or an idea at all. We were just trying to write another song and it just wasn’t working and it seemed like no matter what we did the song just nothing would happen.” TJ: “It sounded like a song for someone else.”
JOHN: “Yeah. And then TJ just started playing those like chords, which are odd chords to play in a typical country music song. It was weird. And then we just started writing and we just had fun kind of – he started saying some weird kind of obscure avant garde sounding lyrics. I was like, ‘That sounds weird. What is it about?’ We’re like, ‘We don’t know.’ And we just started writing the song, and the song actually kind of wrote itself. There was no – there was no plan. We just started jamming…I was like it’s almost like a Jerry Reed kind of thing about it. But there was really no plan with that song. We wrote it in like 30 minutes and were like this song is hilarious.”

CUT 35: Brothers Osborne explain what “Pushing Up Daisies” from their album, Port Saint Joe, really means to them.

Brothers Osborne (Pushing Up Daisies) 1 OC: (TJ) …ourselves. :23
JOHN: “‘Pushing Up Daisies’ is more along the lines of a one on one relationship with someone. You love them so much that you know no matter what the only thing that’s going to separate you is our inevitable end.” TJ: “Yeah. And I think ‘Pushing Up Daises’ is really the premise of that song is that love, our love for one another will last past our lives. That we’re not getting out of this love alive. It will last longer than ourselves.”

CUT 36: Brothers Osborne’s John and TJ talk about writing “Pushing Up Daisies.”

Brothers Osborne (Pushing Up Daisies) 2 OC: (TJ) …take to death. :40
JOHN: “The original title was ‘We Ain’t Getting Out Of This Alive’ or ‘Love Alive.’ Kendall [Marvel] had that idea. I was like, “That’s really cool. It’s like a heartbreak song, right, where you guys are like beating each other up or something?’ And he’s like, ‘No, it’s a love song.’ And then he’s like, ‘The one thing that can separate us is death.’ And I’m like, ‘Dude, that is a really cool way to look at that.’ And then that’s one of those songs I feel like we wrote in no time. We wrote it just like that because…” TJ: “It felt right.” JOHN: “Yeah, it felt right, the lyrics and everything. The song pretty much wrote itself.” TJ: “And it’s a weird way to say that. I mean it’s a little eerie to some extent, but I also think it’s beautiful because it is inevitable, and I think the most beautiful love you take to death.”

CUT 37: Brothers Osborne’s John and TJ Osborne talk about the song, “Drank Like Hank.”

Brothers Osborne (Drank Like Hank) 1 OC: (TJ) …Google it. [laughs] 1:35
JOHN: “It is a great title. ‘Drank Like Hank’ is an awesome title. We also wrote that with Kendall Marvel, which if you know Kendall, it’s no surprise that he would show up to a write with the title ‘We Drank Like Hank.’ And it was just – we kind of needed it. It was one of the last songs that we wrote off of this record and he’s like, ‘Let’s write a song about we party so hard we drank like Hank.’ And we’re huge fans of both Hanks, all the Hanks.” TJ: “And drinking too much.” JOHN: “And drinking too much. And the idea was like you woke up with the worst hangover in the world and you turned it up and we partied like the possum, which is we partied like the Possum and we drank like Hank and the best thing is everyone is like, “What does it mean you partied like a possum?’ I’m like, ‘No, the Possum.” TJ: “George Jones.” JOHN: “Have you already forgotten who George Jones was? It’s the Possum, which is awesome because everyone is like that sounds cool. You’re partying like a possum. I’m like you have a really strange imagination. But whatever, it sounds good.” TJ: “One of the assistants in the studio who didn’t come from the country music world at all. He’s just wet behind the ears, and he’s there and he’s like ‘Um, what exactly are you saying there?’ And we told him, and he goes ‘So a possum. I guess like possums are…’ and he was trying to figure out how it related to an actual possum. We’re like, ‘No, it’s George Jones,’ which then he still was like no idea who George Jones was and we’re like never mind which kind of makes it great. You either get it or you don’t. Either way even if you don’t get it’s still…” JOHN: “It sounds good.” TJ: “It sounds awesome, and as Travis Meadows says it if they don’t get it, make ‘em Google it.” [laughs]

CUT 38: Brothers Osborne’s John and TJ Osborne talk about the song, “Drank Like Hank.”

Brothers Osborne (Drank Like Hank) 2 OC: (TJ) …out of there. 1:21
JOHN: “The very last line of the song the outro is – it was originally “we smoked like Willie. We sang like Mickey Gilley.” But you couldn’t smoke like Willie. We didn’t want to overdo the whole Willie thing. And also, it kind of phrased weird. We couldn’t get it. So, we’re like we’ll just say, ‘smoked ourselves silly and sang like Mickey Gilley’ which is…” TJ: “That’s really deep.” JOHN: “That’s really, really deep and we love it. It’s going to make people ask questions and that gives us the chance to enlighten them with this thing called country music.” TJ: “And for the five percent of the country music fans that will get it, it will mean a lot to them. And also at the time when we took that it was ‘smoked up like Willie’ or ‘smoked weed like Willie’ we took that out. Also at the time we had recorded a song that we cut called ‘Midnight Rider’s Prayer’ that was really kind of a tip of the hat to ‘On the Road Again.’ We rewrote the verse. The wrote our own verses and put it to the chords of ‘On the Road Again’ and kind of changed the chorus up and made it more darker. And it was really a cool song that when we got finished with it we just couldn’t find a spot on the record where it really worked and made sense. And so, at the time we were like ‘Well, we’ve got ‘Weed, Whiskey, Willie.’ We got a song of Willie’s that he’s been gracious enough to let us come in on and rewrite some of it. And then even Jay Joyce said at one point, he’s like, ‘Man, if Willie hears this he’s going to be creeped out. You’re talking about him way too much.’ [laughs] So, we had to pull it out of there.”

CUT 39: Brothers Osborne talk about changing up the phrasing of the song “A Little Bit Trouble” in the studio.

Brothers Osborne (A Little Bit Trouble) OC: (TJ) …really cool. 1:48
TJ: There’s a really cool thing about this song. In fact, we wrote that with Dave Barnes and when we went to write with him he goes – we were throwing ideas around. He goes, ‘I have this idea.’ And the melody was – it was like (sings) was the original melody. We wrote the song, and it was great and we’re going to record it, and then all the sudden Keith Urban comes out with (sings) “Blue…” JOHN: “Ain’t Your Color.” TJ: “Ain’t Your Color.’ I was like, ‘It starts the chorus off the exact same way, same melody, everything, and it looked like we had ripped the song off. We wrote it. We didn’t even know the existence of that song.” JOHN: “And it became like the biggest melody.” TJ: “It became one of the biggest songs of the year. And so we were like in the studio and we’re like, ‘I think we just ruined the song,’ because we were trying different ways to change the melody and nothing was working and it came out sounding really contrived, and it was just like man, we can’t do that original melody. Even the most novice of music fans will pick this out of a line of music. And we were in there trying stuff, and Jay goes ‘Man, I’ve got this idea of how to fix it.’ And usually when he says that, you just go down the road whether you agree with him or not you just try it because more times than not he’s going to come up with something cool. And he said, ‘Just go on the microphone and say ‘You…you’re a little bit trouble,’ and I was like that sounds weird. But then when I did it, he put this delay on it so it’s like ‘you oooh oooh,’ and it has this really awesome effect at the top of the chorus which makes the song to me. It makes it really unusual. It’s this very – it’s not typical at all of what you would hear out of most songs out of Nashville anyway. And I think it made that song take on a new life and become something really cool.”
CUT 40: Brothers Osborne’s TJ Osborne talks about writing “While You Still Can.”

Brothers Osborne (While You Still Can) 1 OC: …daily basis. :40
TJ: We wrote ‘While You Still Can’ with Travis Meadows. We started writing it one night, and we didn’t rush through it because we thought it was a really cool idea. And we were getting to a point where we could tell we were just trying to like finish the song, because it was really late at night. and we stopped and we were like man this is a cool song. I think we want to actually record. Let’s come back and treat this song and give it the respect it deserves and we did. I think we wanted a song that just – it’s good to have your party songs and your songs about different subjects but we thought that was something that really hit home to us is taking advantage of the time you have. Not necessarily in the way of doing crazy things and living it up but in a way of just doing things everyone can do, like call your mom and listen to your dad and do things that we take for granted on a daily basis.”

CUT 41: Brothers Osborne’s John Osborne talks about “While You Still Can,” which is the last track on their new album, Port Saints Joe.

Brothers Osborne (While You Still Can) 2 OC: …as possible. :28
JOHN: “’While You Still Can,’ it’s just a much broader scope. It’s before you go or before someone else goes, take advantage of the time you have with them and soak up every moment because there will be a time that you will not be able to do that and you will give every dime that you’ve ever made in your life just to do it one more time. So, all you can do while you’re here or while the ones you love are here is to just do your best to soak up as much of that time as possible.”
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
