“You know ‘Head Over Boots’ was one of the countriest songs off California Sunrise,” the affable young man points out. “And it was one of our biggest singles, so it led us to feel like we could go in this direction. My label was like, ‘Don’t be afraid to be more traditional.  The ball’s in your court, man. We’re perfectly fine with this!’”

And so, Jon Pardi dug in, slung low and came back with Heartache Medication. An unrepentantly Bakersfield juke joint/Texas ice house proposition, it’s a cocktail of vintage Brooks & Dunn, stone cold Haggard, a strong shot of the smoothest and swinginest Strait, a long pour of Alan Jackson and equal measures Buck’n’Dwight. From the unapologetic lope of “Old Hat,” a declaration of the good ole boy code of honor, to the quick banjo-trimmed blessing “Starlight,” honoring loved ones who’ve passed, the 34-year old writer sought to re-establish as many classic idioms as possible.

With the twin-fiddle/Telecaster grounded title track, Pardi expands the sweeping “Fool Hearted Memory” classicism into a bar-stool coping strategy, while the turbo-thumping post-rockabilly “Me & Jack” recalls the humor-steeped hijinks of Cash or Waylon and Willie at their wittiest. There’s the fiddle-soaked “Call Me Country” with its ascending guitar solos, the mariachi horns of “Tequila Little Time,” the torch truth of “Don’t Blame It On The Whiskey,” with Lauren Alaina at her most aching, and the steel-stitched promenade turning high-test swing “Tied One On” offering a breadth of style that’s pure ‘90s octane.

“That kind of country was always stompin’ boots,” Pardi concedes, also recognizing the camouflage it contains. “I think a lot of these songs and the feeling of this whole record is moving on, dealing with something maybe sad, but knowing the music is going to make you feel good. That’s one thing old country had, that attitude of no matter what was going on, people still want to feel good. I don’t want to be sad and lonely, so let’s go out and have a time, party like it’s gonna fix everything.

CUT 26: Jon Pardi says he started working on his new album, Heartache Medication, right after he turned in his last album, California Sunrise.

Jon Pardi (Heartache Medication album) 1 OC: …thought out record. :53
“This record, Heartache Medication, was, I was always writing after California Sunrise was done. I mean I think I turned in the record and we wrote the next day for Heartache Medication, and that song was ‘Call Me Country.’ So, that was written in 2016. So, there’s a lot of stuff that you would never know was that old, even ‘Heartache Medication,’ the song, is almost three years old now. And California Sunrise, we had a three-year life out of that and that’s amazing, but I was always working on a new record. I wanted to work on this record in three sessions to break up the time, instead of being like, ‘We need a new record. We need it now!’ I didn’t want that to be a thing, so it was like, ‘Boom, here’s the record.’ Three sessions. A lot of fun, and it was a very thought out record.”

CUT 27: Jon Pardi says a little pressure in making an album is good for the record.

Jon Pardi (Heartache Medication pressure) OC: …anything throwback. :39
“The pressure is always on any album. I had pressure on my first record, and I was like, ‘Here’s Jon. Here’s who this guy is,’ and a lot of people scratched their heads. (laughs) But, I love that record too. Write You a Song is a great record. Taking your time with pressure is good. There’s a lot, but it was a fun record to make. We learned a lot about team(work). We learned a lot about each other, and so every record we learned, we’ve gotten better. I really think Heartache Medication shows, it shows how much we’ve worked together in the studio and it sounds better. It sounds like me now. It’s not like anything throwback.”

CUT 28: Jon Pardi recorded his new Heartache Medication album in three different sessions, and he says it really helped with not being under pressure and kept up the excitement of recording.

[bookmark: _Hlk20050269]Jon Pardi (Heartache Medication album) 2 OC: …some of the best. :37
“I feel like the three sessions, it kept the excitement for the third record, and I mean, some of these songs were recorded from the California Sunrise sessions. So, there’s a lot of history of my songwriting on this record. That’s why we had the three sessions because it helped spacing out and not being rushed and not being pressured by the label. I’m blessed to have a great label who’s very artist friendly. But I love recording outside songs. I love songwriting. I wrote half this record and Nashville wrote the rest. I’ll say the Nashville songwriters who showed up for this record are some of the best.”

CUT 29: Jon Pardi recorded Heartache Medication in three different sessions and studios, and one of those was at his mom’s place in Northern California. He talks about turning a space at his mom’s house into a studio.

Jon Pardi (studio at his mom’s house) OC: …Shelly’s Honkytonk. 1:05
“Where I’m from, it’s beautiful and it’s peaceful, it’s California like really nobody really knows unless you know where I’m at or what it’s like there, you really don’t think that’s California. It’s gorgeous. I have great friends out there, and it’s just a lot of fun. My mom had this unfinished room above a big garage. I just came up with this idea that they had this unfinished room, and I could have a NorCal writer’s retreat, and then you could record vocals on a computer if you’ve got a good microphone and interface and all that. The ceiling was unfinished, and it was all insulation showing, and it was actually better than putting what we did. It wouldn’t have that big bounce back, but we kind of messed up and put a ceiling on there. But I think we recorded there, and then it turned into a place we can do vocals and a place we can go write, and so that’s how it came about. It’s like a thing now at my mom’s house, like everybody wants to go. They don’t really care about the house anymore, they want to go hang out in the studio. We call it Shelly’s Honkytonk.”

CUT 30: Jon Pardi says he wants fans to enjoy his new album, Heartache Medication.

Jon Pardi (what fans can expect) OC: …start to finish. :45
“I just want’em to listen and enjoy it and have a great time, and make it a soundtrack to their life. That’s what music’s really about, you know, to make memories with songs. There’s always a song that hear that’ll take you back, and I feel like Heartache Medication is definitely gonna have a lot of that. There’s a lot of topics that are great. It’s not really a love record; it’s like a fun, moving on, going out kind of party time, and it’s just a lot of fun. So, if you’re doing anything fun, Heartache Medication’s gonna be good. And you can dance and think about things, there’s a lot. But for fans, I just want them to listen to this and be like, ‘He did it again,’ because that’s what I’ve worked on making another great record, another start to finish.”

CUT 31: Jon Pardi explains why he named his new album, Heartache Medication.

Jon Pardi (Heartache Medication title) OC: …as the title. :43
“Heartache Medication as a title for the record always was something we thought about. We looked at all the titles. We thought about ‘Old Hat,’ but that makes it sound too old and ‘Heartache Medication’s’ different, different kind of saying. You know, I think with all of the song titles and what the songs sing about, what we wrote about, what other people wrote about was always like an uplifting, moving on kind of a thing to where it’s like medication. I feel like Heartache Medication was great representation of the songs. You may be sad, but these are topics that’ll make you feel better. So, what does medication do? It makes you feel better, so that’s why we kinda took that as the title.”

CUT 32: Jon Pardi says women really like the song, “Old Hat.”

Jon Pardi (Old Hat) OC: …this record. :44
“I always loved the old school, traditional, like the opening a door for a girl or just kinda like what women really want to hear or what they want a guy to be like. My girlfriend, Summer, this was her song. She’s like, ‘I want ‘Old Hat’ as the first single.’ She was so about that, from dating and kind of dealing with other men, not me, of course, ‘cause I’m the best. (laughs) She just kind of really, really felt that song. And for me, girls really like this song. You wouldn’t think it when you think ‘Old Hat.’ You would think like GUYS are gonna love this song, no girls really love this song. I thought that was a cool perspective that that was her favorite. It had to be on this record.”

CUT 33: Jon Pardi talks about the song, “Old Hat.”

Jon Pardi (Old Hat) b OC: …gonna love it. :15
“It’s a traditional song. It’s cool, soulful sounding. It’s not like a, it’s not really a honkytonk song. It’s gotta lot of soul. It’s got a lot of old school. You’re gonna think of your granddad. You’re gonna think of people that tried to teach you good things. And I feel like everybody’s gonna love it.”

CUT 34: Jon Pardi says the song “Heartache Medication” is a song that picks you up when you’re feeling low.

Jon Pardi (Heartache Medication song) 1 OC: …singing it a lot. :41
“I love this song. This title is kind of different, you know kind of about drinkin’, getting to feel better, kinda lost somebody, it’s time to move on, but you’re not sad. You’re happy. It’s feel-good, kind of like medication that you need. So, ‘Heartache Medication’ that’s kind of the way we wrote it. I wrote it with Natalie Hemby and Barry Dean – great writers. It’s very upbeat and traditional, but it’s also just, I think, relevant in a way that it picks you up when you’re feeling down, or if you’re feeling good, it makes you feel extra good, and who doesn’t like a good ole fiddle intro? So, I think it’s gonna be awesome, and I hope y’all dig it, and I’ll be singing it a lot.”

CUT 35: Jon Pardi talks about writing “Heartache Medication.”

Jon Pardi (writing Heartache Medication) OC: …what it is.  :41
“When I had wrote ‘Heartache Medication’ down, I was like, ‘That’s a cool title, you know, something different.’ I love a good heartache song. It just kinda came out as to how would you sing that? How would you put that together and make it make sense, and of course, moving on and doing things that make you feel better like having some beers, doing a little dancing, meeting a new girl, going out, going to the same honkytonk that you go to all the time, so it’s kinda all in the topic of the song. It’s just fun. We wanted it to sound fun. We wanted to make you feel good. We wanted to make you feel like you wanted to dance or you want to pop a top on a beer, so that’s kinda how we made that the way it is what it is.”

CUT 36: Jon Pardi talks about “Nobody Leaves a Girl Like That,” which is from his new album, Heartache Medication.

Jon Pardi (Nobody Leaves a Girl Like That) OC: …what it is.  :33
“I love the idea of that, and I knew girls would love that song. It’s a cool shout-out to girls that maybe got left or something but then this guy’s kinda realizing that he messed up. Nobody leaves a girl like that. For me, it sounded like a Brooks & Dunn song, and I love that. I was like this is Brooks & Dunn all day. (starts singing) ‘Nobody leaves…’ you can just hear Ronnie singing it, and I was like, ‘YES! We really wanted that.’ When Bart (Butler) wrote the song, he was like, ‘Man, he really wants an old school Brooks & Dunn kinda sound,’ and that’s what it is.”

CUT 37: Jon Pardi talks about “Ain’t Always the Cowboy.”
[bookmark: _GoBack]Jon Pardi (Ain’t Always the Cowboy) OC: …great one. :29 [NOTE: quality isn’t the best, but…]
“‘Ain’t Always the Cowboy’ was a song I heard that Josh Thompson and Brendan Cooney wrote, and it was just such an anthem for girls and guys, or for the girls trying to do her own things. It’s kind of a leaving song, but a happy leaving song. It’s about going out to chase her dreams, be independent or do her thing. He ain’t mad about it, and I thought that was a really cool outlook of a song and melody; just everything about it was awesome. It’s a great one.”

CUT 38: Jon Pardi talks about “Ain’t Always the Cowboy.”

Jon Pardi (Ain’t Always the Cowboy) 2 OC: …heard before. :31
“I love this song. I love the way it was written. I love the melody, the chorus, the big chorus. It’s not an easy song to sing it, like it’s a belt, I always say this is my Carrie Underwood song, ‘cause you have to sing it and great melody, and the topic hasn’t been talked about. It hasn’t been wrote like that. It’s such a macho kind of thing being the cowboy, but then you got dumped. It was just a really cool idea, and I love great songs that you haven’t heard before.”

CUT 39: Jon Pardi, who wrote “Me and Jack” with Rhett Akins, producer Bart Butler and Luke Laird, says the song is based on the reaction he and his band had with Jack Daniels.

Jon Pardi (Me and Jack) OC: …to do that. 1:12
“‘Me and Jack’ is a title I’ve had for a long time, ‘cause I had we don’t get along any more kinda based on my experience with Jack Daniels and the band. We used to have it on our rider back in the day and that’s where we would show up and that’d be in the dressing room, a big ole bottle of Jack Daniels. Things would go bad. I don’t know what it was. But always if Jack Daniels was around, somebody was arguing with somebody at the end of the night and so we just took it off, and I always remember that story. And I always loved Johnny Cash, ‘cause his songs were ‘Boy Named Sue,’ ‘Folsom Prison Blues’ even ‘One Piece at a Time.’ So, there were all these story songs that were fun 
and they were fast and you rocked out to ‘em. So, I really wanted to have a song that sounds like a Johnny Cash song. And this whole story with how he had to part ways with Jack Daniels. In the meantime, this song says nothing about drinking. It says nothing about Jack Daniels. It says Jack, except for the Crown thing. And when we wrote the shoutout, we didn’t want to shoutout Crown in any way. It’s just like we couldn’t be like, ‘Well, I got sober,’ nobody’s gonna like that and you wouldn’t get that ‘Yeahhhhhh’ (response), so we had to do that.”

CUT 40: Jon Pardi talks about “Don’t Blame It On Whiskey.”

Jon Pardi (Don’t Blame It on Whiskey) OC: …it’s awesome. :37
“Everybody’s been there. It’s such a relatable song. I like to party, and sometimes I don’t make good decisions when I’m in party mode. I might make apology texts or phone calls the next day, but there comes a part when you can’t blame it on alcohol anymore; you can’t blame it on whiskey. And I feel like that’s just a step in a relationship where you know it’s heartbreak train where you know it’s coming and we’re standing on the tracks. I thought that was such a cool image. That’s so Eric Church, and I just loved all that stuff. It’s just really cool. I wanted to record it, ‘cause it’s awesome.”

CUT 41: Jon Pardi talks about recording “Don’t Blame It on Whiskey” with Lauren Alaina.

Jon Pardi (Don’t Blame It on Whiskey-Lauren) OC: …everybody. :40
“She came into the studio and blew us away, like she had all the harmonies we want, and she’s so rowdy. You’re not gonna back her down, but she really got it. She got into this really soulful atmosphere for this song. It’s almost, you don’t really know it’s Lauren. I think it’s a different side for her. You can tell with other duets she’s had, she’s always like Bleeeeeah. She’s throwing it out there, whereas this one is more of a subtle kind of gotta sing to the song and put the emotion in it, and she did a great job, and we had a lot of fun. We hosted the ACM Honors one year and we sang together for the first time and we sounded good, so. She’s such a good singer, I think she could sound good with everybody.”

CUT 42: Jon Pardi talks about the fact the Eric Church and Miranda Lambert co-wrote the song “Don’t Blame It on the Whiskey.”

Jon Pardi (Don’t Blame It On Whiskey-Eric and Miranda) OC: …somebody else. :45
“Eric’s one of my favorite songwriters in town and so is Miranda. They’re both very different, but I think this is on the ‘Over When It’s Over’ batch when they were kinda writing then, and this one just kinda…I heard it a long time ago. I heard it when ‘Missin’ You Crazy’ was on the radio, so I’ve heard it awhile. Brian Wright (head of A&R) played it for me in a song meeting, and I was like, ‘Done. If you want to record that, get Eric and Miranda the okay.’ He texted them and they were both excited. I think it was just the right time in their career, and they were like, ‘Yeah, record it. It’s awesome.’ So, it’s cool, and Eric and Miranda are great people and great artists, and you kinda see their songwriting side too sung by somebody else.”

CUT 43: Jon Pardi talks about the song, “Tied One On.”

Jon Pardi (Tied One On) OC: …my favorites. :49
“ ‘Tied One On’ is one of my favorites. It’s fun. It’s rowdy. The demo was like the guitar was strummed down, and you kinda knew something was gonna happen, like you knew it was gonna go fast…so when I was in the studio, I do not want this, I want to try to make this seem like it’s the real song – slow – and then you’re just like 1, 2, 3, 4 boom. And so, we shuffled it and made it real rowdy and it came out great. Miles was doing the count – 1, 2, 3 – it was just wild, and we knew we wanted to keep that. And just the opening line ‘She said, ‘I'm tired of those boots being dirty all the time’ (laughs) Of course they were writing it for (me). But it’s cool when songwriters write something for you and it works. It’s one of my favorites.”

CUT 44: Jon Pardi talks about “Oughta Know That By Now.”

Jon Pardi (Oughta Know That By Now) OC: … Oughta Know That By Now. :20
“‘Oughta Know That By Now’ is another topic that we’ve all been there before. Showing up to work hungover or you’ve got to do something, but you went all out last night, you know. Basically, like the saying, ‘Tomorrow’s gonna suck.’ But I’ve always loved that beat. I love the drive. I love the attitude. I love what it says. It’s like you want to drink a beer when you hear ‘Oughta Know That By Now.’”

CUT 45: Jon Pardi talks about the song, “Tequila Little Time.”

Jon Pardi (Tequila Little Time) OC: …a fun song. :59
“‘Tequila Little Time’ was written on a song retreat in NorCal at my Mom’s studio, we did a retreat out there, er my studio at my mom’s house, Shelly’s Honkytonk. But it was the last day of the retreat and we were just co-staring, we were doing some co-staring for like three years, so miserable. It’s just what songwriters go through. You don’t have to be a songwriter to know this feeling. Just think of trying to write something down and you can’t write it down. And then all of a sudden, Rhett (Akins) was like, ‘Tequila little time with you.’ And I was like, ‘Yes!’ And then we wrote it in an hour, and we always thought since it was about tequila, we’d have a Spanish thing or kinda like mariachi style with the horns. I feel like this goes great on a boat, a lake or pool and just any kind of atmosphere of having a good time. It’s about picking up a girl that’s down and maybe, maybe we want to do a shot of tequila? There’s no answer, but maybe. She starts feeling better, and it’s fun. It’s just a fun song.”

CUT 46: Jon Pardi says “Buy That Man a Beer” reminds him of growing up around his dad’s friends.

Jon Pardi (Buy That Man a Beer) OC: …in bars. :39
“Well, I love how country it was. It was just so awesome, and (laughs) which is cool. I love songs that have got a slogan in it that’s been around for a long time. ‘Buy that man a beer,’ and it was just something (in a song) that I haven’t heard. It kinda reminded me of growing up with my dad’s friends and like some of the more kind of old-school guys, and the World War Two vets, you know, and some of that’s kind of in this song. It was kind of fun to just kind of reminisce. It’s just a fun song. It’s a total jukebox song, and I love jukebox songs, so it’s definitely gonna be played in bars.”

CUT 47: Jon Pardi talks about the song, “Call Me Country,” which he co-wrote the day after finishing his previous album, California Sunrise.

Jon Pardi (Call Me Country) 2 OC: …anthem. :10
“‘Call Me Country’ is like a reminder of guys, artists that I truly looked up to who aren’t around really anymore. It just talks about that, and it’s fun. It’s like an anthem.”

CUT 48: Jon Pardi pulls in the influence of Merle Haggard for “Just Like Old Times.”

Jon Pardi (Just Like Old Times) OC: …listening to. :45
“I had the title, and I wrote the melody after Merle Haggard’s birthday. I wanted something that was kind of Merle-ish. I brought that in, and I had the Oooold Times, and we talked about Merle, and it was just kind of like the soul of Merle Haggard is in that song, but it’s not a Merle Haggard song. But we loved that rekindling an old flame or an old love or maybe starting something new. A lot of people love that song that are married, like you all have that well, let’s try to start this over and make it new again, so I think that’s where a lot of people love that and gravitate towards it. And it’s great for slow dancing, and it’s great for singing along and listening to.”

CUT 49: Jon Pardi talks about the song, “Love Her Like She’s Leaving.”

Jon Pardi (Love Her Like She’s Leaving) OC: …this record. :27
“I love that idea. I’ve always been a Dean Dillon fan, and then they turned this song in, and I was like, ‘This song is awesome.’ It was just him and a guitar singing into the phone and we recorded it and it sounds awesome. We wanted some of that ‘80s Strait, and Dean said, ‘I can do that.’ (sings) Things been going pretty damn good, you know? It was really cool, and Dean was super excited, and it was just cool to have such a legend be a part of this record.”

CUT 50: Jon Pardi talks about the song, “Starlight.”

Jon Pardi (Starlight) OC: …of a song. 1:00
“I kinda had my grandmother in mind when I wrote the song, and she’s not here, you know? But I feel like she’s always kind of a part of it and really involved in the music business, but not here. But also, it’s not only about my grandma, it’s about so many of my friends that have lost somebody, or I’ve lost friends. A good buddy of mine committed suicide, and like they played it at his funeral and it kinda hit home, and that’s where ‘Starlight’ kinda reappeared and it just kinda meant a lot to his family. So, as I wrote that, I wanted it to be happy like they’re shining down on you, like little weird things in life that how did that it end up like that? That’s weird, but somebody helped out on that, and that’s kind of what ‘Starlight’ is. It’s a remembrance but it’s happy, ‘cause there’s a lot of songs that are about passing that are just, rip my heart out, you know? But this one is very energetic, upbeat and made to be a happy remember kind of a song.”
