KIP MOORE is set to release his new album, Slowheart, September 8th. Having navigated the path from the staggering success of the release of his smash-hit debut album UP ALL NIGHT, to the resounding critical acclaim that followed with his sophomore offering, WILD ONES, he has hit his stride with the upcoming release of SLOWHEART. 

Moore co-wrote 11 out of 13 tracks, and was the sole producer on seven of the tracks, as well as co-producing five more on the collection that is “between the rough edges of Americana, rock and the evocative storytelling of country, produced to let every guitar lick ring true and every edge and wail of Moore's voice reverberate raw but strong” (Rolling Stone).

As he "consistently serves up clever roots-rock riffs and rhythms that separate Moore from the rock-meets-rap focus of his Nashville peers" (Associated Press), the release of "More Girls Like You" follows the acclaim that surrounded his sophomore album WILD ONES heralded as "an impressively singular release from Music Row" by The Guardian. 

Moore first turned heads with his debut album UP ALL NIGHT which was certified GOLD by the RIAA and spawned three No. One hit singles including GOLD certified "Beer Money," PLATINUM certified "Hey Pretty Girl," and the DOUBLE PLATINUM breakout hit "Somethin' 'Bout A Truck. He’s now scaling the country charts with his latest Top 10 hit, “More Girls Like You.”

Kip is set to launch his Plead the Fifth Tour October 19th in Bowling Green, Ohio with opening acts Jordan Davis and Drake White. 

"Our live show has been such a focus for me and the band for many years," said Moore. "We are constantly woodshedding and trying to come up with new ways to engage the loyal fan base we've developed such a bond with. I've always felt Drake is cut from the same cloth and his focus has always seemed to be on the things that matter. We've been talking about touring for years and we're finally going to get that chance. It'll be a blast to see what we come up with, and also see Jordan Davis build his fan base out here with us."

CUT 21: Kip Moore talks about Slowheart being a glimpse inside his life since the 2015 release of Wild Ones.

Kip Moore (Record Showcases Where He’s Been At For Last Year) SOUNDCUE (:22 OC: …as this goes) 
“I definitely feel like with this record as a whole, you’re definitely going to get a very clear understanding of where it’s all gone from one record to the other and where I was at at this particular stage of my life and the things that affected me to write this record. You’re definitely going to get a sense of where I’ve been at for the last year, year and a half in my life as this goes.” 
 
CUT 22: Kip Moore talks about what he did on his vacation. 
  
Kip Moore (His Extended Vacation) SOUNDCUE (:39 OC: …ready to go) 
“I just said I was going to take a little break. I never meant that I was going to go away for a long, long time, but I mean I had only had more than seven of eight days off for about six years. I mean, that was the maximum I had in between tours. So, when you're doing 200 shows a year for six years straight, you know, a week just doesn't quite cut it. And, three months off is a pretty long time for me. You know, I didn't know exactly know how long I was gonna take, but I pretty much had finished the record before I left and so I was able to completely disconnect from it. And, I went to Maui first, then went to Costa Rica, then went to Park City, and now I'm back. Now I'm ready to go." 

CUT 23: Kip Moore talks about documenting the journey of the making of Slowheart.

Kip Moore (Journey Documented) SOUNDCUE (:59 OC: …capture it) 
“PJ knew how long I had been in the process of making this record. PJ knew where I was at mentally. He knew the exhaustion that I had been dealing with, so when I decided to check out, he was like, ‘I want to come with you and I want to document where you are in the beginning of this journey, where you’re at the end of it and what comes about after it.’ So, he followed all of our travels and watching me just kind of evolve through those four months and come out of it and come back in the studio and finish the second half of this record. So, we just felt like it was a crucial time. We knew that when I got done with those travels I was going to be trying to go back in and finish this record that I’d started on. So, I mean, I think he just wanted to capture what happened between the beginning of it and the end of it, and it wasn’t my idea. It was his, but once we got going, I could see that something pretty special was happening, so I’m glad we were able to capture it.” 

CUT 24: Kip Moore says that making Slowheart was a more peaceful experience for him.
Kip Moore (At Peace Making Album) SOUNDCUE (:41 OC: . . . a little different.)
“It was simply a more peace making this record because I finally learned through the ups and downs of Wild Ones that I had a fan base that was true, they were truly fans and I felt they were latching on to the honesty so I felt more open about showing whatever vulnerabilities I had, whatever directions I wanted to go I could take them on whatever journey I wanted, and as long as I felt I stayed true to myself I had a sense of peace that they were gonna come along for the ride, so I felt like that shined through in the project and I felt like I was a little more at peace making this project so the melodies came out a little different.” 
CUT 25: Kip Moore talks about evolving as an artist and bringing his fans along for the ride.
Kip Moore (Audience Growing With Him) SOUNDCUE (:44 OC: . . . to their life.)
“I want to always be that artist that you get a piece of when they make a record. A lot of times I’ll get records of artists I love and I’m like, ‘I’ve already heard this project two or three times in a row,’ and I know they have to be growing as a person but the music’s not changing, so I want to always be that person that’s staying true to who I am as a human being, who I am as a writer and an artist and let the audience grow with me instead of trying to somehow stay relative and hold on to a younger generation, so I’m more trying to take my audience on a journey with me as I grow and I’m thinking they’re gonna be growing at their own unique paces but this will be more relative to their life.”
CUT 26: While many artists cater to the younger music-buying fans, Kip Moore says he will only sing about what’s true to his life at the time.
Kip Moore (Staying True To Himself) SOUNDCUE (:50 OC: . . . making these records.)
“I can sense and feel that there’s a lot of artists that are really trying to hold onto that and really sing to that particular audience, and understandably so, you know? Everybody’s trying to make a living. I just personally can’t do it. I can’t step on stage and not at least try to be true to where I’m at at that time in my life. It’d be hard for me at this stage of my life to maybe sing about riding out in the field and finding a chick in daisy dukes and tan legs cause that’s just not what I do anymore, so I’m not gonna do that just because that might be a hit record for me. I will make sure that I always try to stay true to where I’m at in my life at the time that I’m making these records.”
CUT 27: Kip Moore talks about producing the majority of Slowheart by himself.
Kip Moore (Co-producing) SOUNDCUE (:53 OC: . . . in my head.)
“I co-produced Up All Night and Wild Ones and I co-produced three or four of them on this record with David Garcia but I produced the rest by myself. The reason I wanted to do this record just by myself producing for the most part is I live with these songs for months and months and months, and the way I write, too, is I hear the entire musical layout in my head. What I do is I sing all the guitar parts in a voice recorder and then I’ll sing the bass line and then I’ll sing the drum grooves and then I’ll sing the backgrounds, and I’ll stack all this stuff, and then I go in and I learn those parts, so there’s an entire blueprint of the whole song. There’s no butting heads with anybody about . . . No, this is the way that I’ve got it in my head. I just felt like on this particular record, this was such a personal record for me, I wanted it to come out like I had it in my head and it’s come out just like I had it in my head.”
CUT 28: Kip Moore talks about choosing to record Slowheart on a very specific microphone.
Kip Moore (SM7 Microphone) SOUNDCUE (:50 OC: . . . the whole time.)
“An SM7 is just very unforgiving. It’s an aggressive mic and I have an aggressive voice, so I wanted it to pick up all the nuances and colors of my voice, so I mean you get right up on it. This is not a mic that you work. You stay right on top of it so, I mean, the whole objective was we’re not gonna toy too much with the vocal, but whatever tone and color that you hear on the record if what was coming through the mic, cause even sometimes I’m a little flat, I’m a little sharp and you hear it. We just kind of leave it there, but every bit of grit that comes or any gravel that comes from my voice when I sing, it just really picks up on all the flavors for me, but I wanted all those colors to bleed through on this record and I wanted it to be a very direct vocal, you know, coming right up the middle the whole time.”
[bookmark: _GoBack]CUT 29: Kip Moore talks about what it means to be a “Slowheart.”
Kip Moore (Being A Slowheart) SOUNDCUE (:48 OC: . . . fans the Slowhearts.)
“It’s slowly coming into who I am still as a man. It’s slowly coming around on certain ideals I’ve had of who I am, where I want to go, who I want to be, slowly coming around on the idea of even love and what that means and the vulnerability that exposes and what I hope to be in that aspect, what I hope to be to somebody one day, where I’ve fallen short on that, where I can face that one day cause I know I’ve felt it but I’ve yet to really grasp it and grab a hold of it. Slowheart is who I . . . That’s why I got that nickname was somebody said I don’t show my cards and it takes me a while to come around, so I named the band that, the Slowhearts and then the fans the Slowhearts.”
CUT 30: Kip Moore talks about naming his new album Slowheart.
Kip Moore (Naming Album Slowheart) SOUNDCUE (:27 OC: . . . said, ‘It’s Slowheart.’)
“It felt that now was the right time. This record took a year and a half to make, so it was a slow process, and also the visual aspect of the record – everything matched cohesively, even the album cover is the laid back feel of ‘I’m observing something before I make my move on something,’ so it was all that that kind of fit to where I knew that it was . . . I woke up one morning and said, ‘It’s Slowheart.’”
CUT 31: Kip Moore talks about his single, “More Girls Like You.” 
 
Kip Moore (More Girls Like You) SOUNDCUE (:53 OC:  . . . 100 percent) 
“I wanna always make records that depict where I’m at at that particular place in my life. This is where I’m at in my life now where, I’m still a wildcard. I’m still aloof and I’m still like might be a little ways away from that, but as I’ve traveled and I’ve been around and seen so many different walks of life and so many cultures, and it’s this constant thing. I’ve watched dads being enamored of their daughters and I look forward to that now. I’m a lot more open to that now. So, that’s what the song is finding that person that you find so amazing that you hope they turn out like that amazing person does. It’s just a song that I, as I was writing it down, you know ‘I’ve been living like a wild old mustang/out in Montana fields.’ It’s like that’s just 100 percent to a T, that was the first line I said, where it was like we’re all on board; we know where it’s going, and the reason why I connect to it is I feel it 100 percent.” 

CUT 32: Kip Moore talks about how “More Girls Like You” connects to fans.
Kip Moore (How More Girls Like You Connects) SOUNDCUE (:44 OC: . . . with this record.)
“I think that it’s gonna connect different from person to person, how they feel about it when they’re hearing it, how it pertains to their life. I definitely feel like with this record as a whole you’re definitely gonna get a very clear understanding of where it’s all gone from one record to the other and where I was at at this particular stage of my life and the things that affected me to write this record. This job, as amazing as it is, it can really strain the relationships with the people that you care about whether it be family, whether it be a girlfriend, boyfriend, whether it be your friends, you know, whatever it is it’s really hard to keep all that intact and you get that sense of that with this record.”
CUT 33: Kip Moore talks about “Plead The Fifth.”
Kip Moore (Plead The Fifth) SOUNDCUE (:34 OC: . . . on the record.)
“I think there’s always those people in everybody’s life that always . . . they have a thumbprint on your heart no matter where you go or what you do and I know that I’ve felt that. ‘Plead The Fifth’ just really resonated with me where I knew that it had to be on the record in a sense of not only what it was saying but the feel of the music makes me feel when I listen to it, and it had such a retro feel to it, everything about it where I knew that that song had to be on the record.”
CUT 34: Kip Moore says that “Just Another Girl” was born out of his rock influences.
Kip Moore (Just Another Girl) SOUNDCUE (:52 OC: . . . classic rock upbringings.)
“’Just Another Girl’ came about straight from my classic rock influences. A lot of times songs come about with me that are representations of what I’ve been listening to that month, those months, what I’ve been really . . . And I was listening to lots of Skynyrd, the Stones, the Black Crowes, and I think that then you also get in that kind of lyrical head space, and Weston and I had just been talking about all of our travels and the different things that have happened and we got to talking about one particular incident in Boston and we remember looking at this certain Polaroid picture of somebody and it kind of started from that moment. That’s how that song came about was I think from both of our classic rock upbringings.”
CUT 35: Kip Moore talks about making fun of his life with “I’ve Been Around.”
Kip Moore (I’ve Been Around) SOUNDCUE (:33 OC: . . . life has taken.)
“I’ve been around is just simply me poking fun at myself on the crazy twists and turns that my life has taken with any of the success I’ve had in music. When I sit around thinking about that I’ve sat around with some of these hob-nob people having thousand dollar bottles of wine I think about how backwoods I am and the whole thing makes me laugh at myself, so, yeah, I’m literally clowning on myself. That’s all that song is is a laughing at the twists and turns that my life has taken.” 
CUT 36: Kip Moore says that “Fast Women” represents his decision to follow another path in life.
Kip Moore (Fast Women) SOUNDCUE (:52 OC: . . . things happen naturally.)
“I think ‘Fast Women’ is me coming to grips and being at peace with being looked at as an outsider or different from my friends, family. You know you get on the hamster wheel of life and you’re kind of supposed to go through these certain checklists and the fact that I’m in now my upper 30’s and I’ve been single and I don’t have kids and I’ve been playing music for the last several years on the road and, you know, ‘What in the world is Kip doing,’ and it’s been a peace with ‘I’ll get where I’m going when I’m meant to get there,’ and I understand the importance of other things in life and coming to grips with that and how I do need balance, and I’m okay with those next chapters coming when they’re supposed to come. They might come tomorrow and they might come several years from now but I’m not gonna force them and I’m gonna let those things happen naturally.”
CUT 37: Kip Moore talks about getting personal with “Bittersweet Company.”
Kip Moore (Bittersweet Company) SOUNDCUE (:57 OC: . . . top of it.)
“I’m always very private about my private life. I don’t talk about people that I’ve been involved with, people that have had impacts on my life. ‘Bittersweet Company’ was a very personal thing for me, you know, thinking about where something had kind of gone with someone that I really cared about and where the rub had come from with somebody that I cared about for so long and I just wanted to be at peace with, and also in hopes of there still might . . . something still may be happening with the two of us one day, but it’s just interesting how someone you can care about so much can become that piece of bittersweet company. When I think of the word ‘bittersweet’ it has these two meanings and I wanted the song to be indicative of that so there’s this heart-wrenching lyric but I wanted to put a happy, powerful melody over the top of it.”
CUT 38: Kip Moore says the nostalgic “Sunburn” reflects back on his teenage Spring Break romances.
Kip Moore (Sunburn) SOUNDCUE (:59 OC: . . . that particular day.)
“I grew up going to Panama City Beach on Spring Break, summertime. Heck, I think I fell in and out of love every day in Panama City (laughs) with a different girl every day, but she would come back and you would think this was the real deal and you’d call each other and you’d think you were gonna keep in touch, and it was just me touching on a particular time where a girl from Mississippi really had me spinning. Even though I have no idea where she is now or any of that kind of stuff it was just when I think about falling hard and fast and being completely engulfed by that feeling . . . I was 16, 17 years old and it was powerful. You couldn’t tell me back then or tell me now that it wasn’t real. Just because I was young and she was young doesn’t mean that what we felt wasn’t real, so I was just kind of drawing on that topic that particular day.”
CUT 39: Kip Moore says the message behind “The Bull” is twofold.
Kip Moore (The Bull) SOUNDCUE (:34 OC: . . . song is about.)
“’The Bull’ was not something I could’ve put on the first two records. I had to go through what I went through in the making of the second record to be able to say what’s said in ‘The Bull,’ so when I first heard ‘The Bull’ I knew that it was time for that song. That’s me being thankful that I’ve been able to pick myself back up when I’ve been kicked in the teeth, and then it’s also, you know, my middle finger to anybody who thought I wasn’t gonna get back up, so I knew it was time for that song and that’s what that song is about.”
CUT 40: Kip Moore talks about society’s obsession with social media being the inspiration for the song “Blonde.”
Kip Moore (Blonde) SOUNDCUE (:43 OC: . . . a unique way.)
“I think when people hear ‘Blonde’ people are gonna interpret this song in a lot of different ways. The way this song came about was us all in the room speaking about this insane time that we live in where the vanity is just suffocating. People that you know, people that you grew up with are doing whatever it takes to be Insta-famous, are videoing every aspect of their lives to garner a reaction and to get followers no matter if its followers for the wrong reasons, so we were just kind of touching on that. I just felt I had to write something about that in a unique way.”
CUT 41: Kip Moore says he wrote “Good Thing” at a happy time in his life.
Kip Moore (Good Thing) SOUNDCUE (:37 OC: . . . thing right now.)
“’Good Thing’ is what I think (is) the most straight happy-go-lucky song on the whole record. It touches on a little bit of my Motown influences. You know, it’s just something I was feeling at that very moment in my life. I had this just such positive good feeling going on in me that particular time and for a lot of different reasons – different personal reasons, musical reasons. I just was feeling really good about life at that time, so, I mean, it’s a very straightforward track about knowing you got a good thing, you know, like knowing your life is a good thing right now.”
CUT 42: Kip Moore explains how “Last Shot” turned out to be an “old school country love song.”
Kip Moore (Last Shot) SOUNDCUE (:48 OC: . . . we went with.)
“’Last Shot’ was written with David Lee Murphy and Dan Couch. David Lee, the king of quirky phrasing . . . Dan actually came in with that idea and we just kind of danced around that song for probably three hours before we ever could tackle how to get it, where we wanted to go and you get a little bit of that old school Aerosmith vibe from the lyrics to the melodic sense even to the production of it, and, yeah, I mean the minute David Lee said . . . When I started singing that melody, I was just humming and different stuff, and he said, ‘If you were my last breath I’d just want to hold you,’ and I thought that was just such a brilliant line, so then it was just about, ‘Alright, this is a love song, this is an old school country love song right here,’ so that’s what we went with.”
CUT 43: Kip Moore talks about how “Try Again” can take on several meanings.
Kip Moore (Try Again) SOUNDCUE (:49 OC: . . . be one day.)
“People will take ‘Try Again’ a lot of different ways. A lot of people are gonna think this is their song to their man or their woman or how long it took to get that person or whatever that may be. For me, this was a song about hoping that I can be that person one day. I’ve let it slip through my fingers many times and I’m hoping that I can find that sense of peace in my own life and having that balance in my own life to where when that special thing is right in front of me that I can have the guts to grab a hold of it and not let go at all costs. I mean, that was the place I wrote that song from was more of a hopes for what I hope to be one day.”
CUT 44: Kip Moore says that “Guitar Man” is a song about himself but also a tribute to so many others.
Kip Moore (Guitar Man) SOUNDCUE (:59 OC: . . . .this music life.)
“This song was basically about always holding onto that dream and was autobiographical of what my life has been like up until things really took off. It spawned from watching a guy play cover songs in a bar one night after one of my shows. I went just to a bar and was listening to music and this guy was the life of the party for the 30 people that were in there and he was singing cover tunes but I could look in his face and I knew that face. He was longing for so much more and I felt like if I could have opened his soul, he was hoping to play his own songs one day, and everybody outside was just talking about, ‘that guy was great, that guy . . . ‘ Nobody knew his name. He was faceless and I was that faceless guy for so long, and so this is not only my song for myself but it’s also my tip of the cap to all those songwriters that are still out there dreaming and they’re still trying to make something of this music life.”
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
