CUT 7: LAUREN ALAINA IS EXCITED ABOUT RELEASING HER UPCOMING EP, GETTING GOOD.

Lauren Alaina (releasing Getting Good EP) OC: …excited about that. :28
“I am so excited to release this EP, and the reason we are even releasing it is because I just could not wait until we released the entire album to put out new music. It’s been a while since we put out new music and we’re doing a headlining tour and we’re performing the new music, and nobody has access. So, the six songs that we’re performing live that necessarily aren’t out on an album or anything, we put together as an EP, so the fans could go listen to them and practice them and come sing them at the shows. So, I’m really excited about that.”


CUT 8: LAUREN ALAINA TALKS ABOUT THE SONG, “IN MY VEINS,” WHICH IS FEATURED ON HER NEW EP, GETTING GOOD.

Lauren Alaina (In My Veins) OC: …all about. :22
“’In My Veins’ is about where I came from. I grew up in Rossville, Georgia in a small town with a very humble raising. I always say you can’t take Rossville out of me. I will always be the Rossville, Georgia girl. I don’t get to go home as much as I l would like, and I’m almost never there, but it’s with me everywhere I go, and that’s what this song is all about.”

CUT 9: LAUREN ALAINA TALKS ABOUT THE SONG, “GETTING GOOD.”

Lauren Alaina (Getting Good) OC: …reminder of that. :14
“ ‘Getting Good’ is all about loving where you are right now. In society, we are all moving so fast, and that’s such a wonderful thing, but I think it’s also really important sometimes to be still and count your blessings, and this song is a reminder of that.”

CUT 10: LAUREN ALAINA TALKS ABOUT THE SONG, “SOMEBODY ELSE’S PROBLEM.

Lauren Alaina (Somebody Else’s Problem) OC: …about it. :29
“ ‘Somebody Else’s Problem’ is my sassy breakup song. It’s a metaphor comparing a breakup and an old car. I drove my first car until it literally stopped working. People were like, ‘When are you gonna get a new car? When are you gonna get a new car?’ And I was so emotionally attached to this car that I couldn’t get a new one until it just stopped working. I was like, ‘Oh no. Do I do this in other areas of my life?’ And I realized that I do and then I wrote this song about it.”

CUT 11: LAUREN ALAINA TALKS ABOUT THE SONG “LADIES IN THE ‘90S,” WHICH IS FEATURED ON HER NEW EP.
Lauren Alaina (Ladies in the 90s) OC: …when they are. 1:02
“I grew up in such an amazing time in country music where women were so dominate on the radio and so proud to be women. Unfortunately, in the last few years, there’s been a definite lack of female presence on the radio and I get asked about it all of the time. I never really know how to answer it. I don’t know how to fix it or why it’s happened. All I know is how powerful it is when women are heard on the radio. I grew up in a time where my dreams could come true because there were women doing it, and I believed I could be a female on the radio and be a songwriter and be a woman on stage, because Martina, Faith Hill, Reba McEntire, Dolly Parton, Shania, the Dixie Chicks – all of these women were doing it fearlessly and inspired me to become who I am, and I wanted to write a song for them to thank them and put a positive spin on my answer to why aren’t more women on the radio? My answer is I have no idea, but look how amazing it is when they are.”

CUT 12: LAUREN ALAINA TALKS ABOUT THE SONG, “COUNTRY IN ME.”

Lauren Alaina (Country in Me) OC: …on the EP. :14
“‘Country in Me’ is about new love, newfound love and that feels so familiar it’s like it’s always been there. It’s just a good love song and it feels good, and the melodies, when I wrote these melodies, I just had a great feeling about this song. It’s one of my favorites on the EP.”

CUT 13: LAUREN ALAINA TALKS ABOUT “THE OTHER SIDE.”

Lauren Alaina (The Other Side) OC: …my family. :35
“’The Other Side’ is the most emotional song I think I’ve ever written. It’s about my family, losing my stepdad Sam to his battle with cancer. It was a really, really hard year for my family because Sam was just the happiest person ever. When we lost him, we were so, so sad, but the day that he died all of the pain that he had been feeling for months from this horrible disease left his body and he started explaining Heaven. And then he passed later that night, and I wanted to tell that story. So, everything in this song is what Sam said to my family.”
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
