The night, with its curtain of darkness, contains many things. Hope, doubt, faith, need, resolution, joy, rage, dreams, exhaustion, romance. From that first dusky “Babe...” over a few vacillating guitar notes, Nightfall’s intimacy washes over listeners. Opening with a velvety song of desire, “Next To You” suggests a subtle look at how the world gets the best of us, how connection heals and ultimately, love is the answer. Easily Little Big Town’s most nuanced project, upon inception, they didn’t realize they were on the verge of producing their ninth studio album. But with songs to capture, creative fires to stoke, Karen Fairchild, Kimberly Schlapman, Phillip Sweet, and Jimi Westbrook went into the studio to develop what was there with no masterplan. It wasn’t long before the fiercely musical foursome realized they’d found a new creative horizon – and they just kept going until Nightfall emerged from 34 songs, myriad experiments and the inherent harmony singing that has defined the Grammy-winning group since they emerged with the steamy, stark “Boondocks.” “From the first time we sat in the living room, it was amazing that we all gravitated to the harmonies we sing,” explains the sunny-voiced Schlapman. “In 20 years, we really have stayed with the harmonies we settle into organically. We’re all really strong and opinionated, and we’ve always been really involved, but over the years, we’ve become more comfortable with who each of us is. Our different personalities and strengths have become the thing that brings us together as us.” Nightfall includes the Grammy-nominated consciousness tug “The Daughters,” debuted to universal acclaim on “The Academy of Country Music Awards,” the cascading loveliness of “River of Stars,” the Mexican horn stomping revelry of “Wine, Beer, Whiskey,” the James Taylor-esque hope of “Bluebird” and the naked piano/gospel vocal chorus-tinged soul plea of Sweet’s raw vocal pledge on “Forever And A Night.” This is grown-up music, complex, wise, yet vulnerable. “It’s so easy to keep layering guitars on top of each other,” Westbrook says of the sonics. “Every sound is intentional on this record. We’d empty tracks out to create more space. Those spaces let the energy come through. The space allows you to absorb what we’re saying.”

CUT 1: LINER LBT (We’re Little Big Town)
“Hey everybody! We’re Little Big Town…”

CUT 22: Little Big Town’s Kimberly Schlapman and Karen Fairchild talk about producing their new album.

LBT (producing Nightfall) OC: …of Nightfall. :33
KIMBERLY: ‘We produced this record for the very first time. We’ve never done that before.” KAREN: “We’ve co-produced before, but never taken the reins fully. It’s quite the task (Phillip: “Yes.”). It’s very satisfying when you’re finally finished. (laughs) (JIMI: “Finally.”) Finally, yeah. But it’s 13 brand new songs. We did co-produce a couple of tracks with some friends of ours that are writers in town and incredible producers, and that came out of just wanting to finish songs that we wrote with those guys, and so we’re anxious for you guys to hear it. We’re super proud of Nightfall.”

CUT 23: Little Big Town’s Karen Fairchild says the group wants to send out positive vibes with their new album, Nightfall.

Little Big Town (Nightfall album) 1 OC: …means something. :27
“The record Nightfall, hopefully you’ll get the sentiment that we were intending you to get which is romantic, nostalgic, it’s got all these like it feels like important things to say. It was important to us because of all that’s going on in the world, and we really want to be a positive force in the world and not be part of the negative dialogue. We want to leave a lasting impression that really means something.”
CUT 24: Little Big Town’s Karen Fairchild says Nightfall is a really special record.

LBT (Nightfall album) 2 OC: …what you think. :33
“It’s a very special record, and we got to produce this one on our own and just really wrote a lot of songs. We could’ve done a double record (KIMBERLY: “Easy.”), we had so much content and songs and so many meaningful moments. There’s a song called ‘Throw Your Love Away’ that Kimberly and I wrote with the Love Junkies, you know those girls from the song ‘Girl Crush,’ a very soulful song, and one with Foy Vance called ‘Forever and a Night.’ (There were) just a lot of really special moments. So, check it out, download it, let us know what you think.”

CUT 25: Little Big Town’s Karen Fairchild talks more about a few songs on their new album, Nightfall.

LBT (Nightfall album) 3 OC: …THAT seriously. :32
“There’s lots of special songs on there, like ‘The Daughters.’ There’s one called ‘Problem Child’ that is so important, and I think it’s so important for kids to hear because it talks a lot about feeling like you’re on the outside and maybe we can continue this dialogue about bullying and not fitting in and how we can reach out to each other. There’s also some really fun moments like this crazy, silly song called ‘Wine, Beer and Whiskey,’ which we always have to have some levity on a record because we don’t take ourselves THAT seriously.”

CUT 26: Kimberly Schlapman of Little Big Town says they earned a whole new level of trust in themselves when making Nightfall.

LBT (learning to trust themselves more in the studio) OC: …braver. :29
“I think we learned to trust ourselves. I don’t know that we’ve really trusted ourselves as much as we have on these last two records. That feels good. I think it’s confidence, experience, because we maybe weren’t quite ourselves in the past a few times, so we learned to, let’s just follow our gut, because it’s usually right, and if it’s not, we’ll live with it. But we do trust ourselves more now. We’re braver.”

CUT 27: Little Big Town’s Phillip Sweet talks about the band’s ninth studio album, Nightfall.

LBT (Nightfall) OC: …proud of it. :23
“Nightfall is our ninth studio album, and we poured our hearts into this project and we’re so proud of it. We feel like it makes a beautiful statement about where we are right now as a band and how much we love making music together and also that the album takes you on a journey. It will transport you hopefully into a beautiful place, because we love it and we’re very proud of it.”

CUT 28: Little Big Town’s Karen Fairchild talks about the title track on their new album, Nightfall.

LBT (Nightfall song) OC: …this record. :26
“The inspiration behind ‘Nightfall’ – it was written at the beach and with two dear friends of ours, Fancy – he is fancy – and Daniel Tashian, and it was the first time that the three of us had written together. We were in the most beautiful setting; I’m just talking about life and love and what that would, if we were trying to make that in a song. I think it’s so romantic, and it’s the title track of this record.”

CUT 29: Little Big Town’s Karen Fairchild says they started recording their new single, “Over Drinking,” on the road.

LBT (Over Drinking) OC: …here’s ‘Over Drinking.’” :30
“We started recording ‘Over Drinking’ on the road, and it was a little crazy because we didn’t have a place to record and you have to have a quiet place when you’re recording. So, we basically built a makeshift studio backstage and cut drums and bass and guitars, and it was really fun and spontaneous, and it was all driven from our love of the song. And (we) got back home and finished the recording of the song and wanted to get it to you guys as soon as we could, so here’s ‘Over Drinking.’”

CUT 30: Little Big Town’s Karen Fairchild and Phillip Sweet talk about their song “Over Drinking.”

LBT (Over Drinking) 2 OC: (Karen) …or she. :14
KAREN: “The inspiration for ‘Over Drinking’ is that you’re gonna under drink because you’re over someone. (laughs) Or you could over drink.” PHILLIP: “You’re gonna drink, but you’re not gonna be drinking because you’re sad. You’re gonna be drinking because…” KAREN: “…’cause you’re happy that he’s gone.” KIMBERLY: “Yes.” KAREN: “…or she.”

CUT 31: Little Big Town’s Kimberly Schlapman talks about the song “Sugarcoat,” a tune that appears on their new album, Nightfall.

LBT (Sugarcoat) OC: …what’s going on. :20
“I love ‘Sugarcoat.’ It’s a story about a woman who is putting up all these fronts to live a perfect life, and actually what is happening behind closed doors is the opposite of perfect. It’s really devastation, but she’s covering it up at every time but then she realizes that she needs to let her man know she knows what’s going on.”

CUT 32: Little Big Town’s Jimi Westbrook talks about the song “Problem Child” from the band’s new album, Nightfall.

LBT (Problem Child) OC: …feels that way. :27
“We really love the song ‘Problem Child.’ I think it was a special moment. We felt like it was a special moment when we wrote it. It talks about, to me, today there’s a lot of kids that feel like they’re disenfranchised, like they’ve been outcast, not even kids, I mean adults feel the same way. We all do at times in our lives feel like we’re kind of the outsiders, and I think that’s what this song is about and it actually offers hope that you’re not the only one that feels that way.”
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
