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Mickey Guyton is set to release full-length debut album Remember Her Name, on September 24th. The music, grooves, melodies, and lyrics of its 16 songs lay bare the heart of a woman and the life she began to lead once she decided to let her truth set her free. That freedom has been mesmerizingly translated into intimately confessional ballads of piercing power including "What Are You Gonna Tell Her?" and "Black Like Me" and also fizzy ditties like "Rosé" as well as the sultry "Dancing in the Living Room" that remind us that playfulness and passion are necessary partners to reflection. Remember Her Name finds Guyton celebrating her truest voice in ways that will resonate with any listener who has loved, lost, struggled, laughed and lived. 

"It's crazy that the album is a story essentially," says Guyton of the project that has been both three years and, in some ways, a lifetime in the making. 
"I was just writing and writing," she says. "I didn't even know what the album meant or what it was going to be, when I was writing these songs. I just started writing songs about my feelings." 
The Texas singer-songwriter understandably had a lot of those having arrived in Nashville a decade ago and been lauded for her powerhouse voice. While some success and accolades followed, including her 2015 hit "Better Than You Left Me," barriers within the industry seemed insurmountable. 

Until one day, she decided to be herself and not the woman Nashville expected her to be. "I had a conversation with my husband three years ago asking him why my career wasn't really taking off and why it wasn't working out for me," recalls Guyton. "He said it was because I was running away from everything that made me different." 

The lightbulb officially clicked on. The positive consequences were almost immediate on every level. Guyton began writing songs that spoke to powerful truths and gained recognition for them, including a Grammy nomination for "Black Like Me," making her the first black female solo artist to earn a Grammy nomination in a country category. Critical plaudits also poured in from The New York Times, L.A. Times, Entertainment Weekly, Rolling Stone and more with NPR proclaiming succinctly, "Guyton raises the rafters and distills emotion with impeccable clarity. Her high notes thrill, her nuance in storytelling captivates. A star for our times claims her place." 
You can hear Guyton, who was preparing to be a new mom amidst the maelstrom of 2020, staking that claim on the title track, a triumphant anthem of self-assurance: "Where did you lose the girl with no fear?/Oh, she never left/Take a good look, she's right in the mirror/Don't let yourself forget/ Remember the fire/Remember her face...Remember the girl that didn't let anything get in her way." 

She decided to make that song the title track “to remind all of us, including myself, about the strength we have inside that we don’t always know is there,” says Guyton. “As women, there are so many times where we lose ourselves and our dreams as we're growing up and living life. This song is about a woman rediscovering herself and what made her strong. That is my life story, discovering my own power, and that felt like the right title for the whole album since it explains all the facets of my story.”

Mickey Guyton (Remember Her Name message) OC: …from this album. :31
“I want to say to people and my fans that it is okay to be comfortable in yourself, and it’s okay to talk about the hard things and talk about how you got through those hard things. And that’s what this album is about. It’s about trial and error. It’s about love. It’s about laughter. It’s about lessons and what makes you unique as a human being on this earth, and that’s what I hope that everyone takes away from this album.”

CUT 23: Mickey Guyton was first inspired by the tragic murder of Breonna Taylor to write “Remember Her Name,” but as she was writing it, it also turned out to be her story as well.

Mickey Guyton (Remember Her Name song) OC: …you once had. :53
“’Remember Her Name’ I was really inspired by Breonna Taylor, watching that whole tragedy go down was really hard for me. And anytime you see someone that has been murdered unjustly they’ll say, ‘Remember Her Name,’ ‘Say Their Name,’ ‘Say His Name,’ ‘Say Her Name.’ So, I was inspired by that, and when I was writing this song, it also turned into my story. When we first start out in any career that we want, we are so bright-eyed and bushy-tailed and so confident and then life happens and slowly your confidence goes away. And tis song is just reminding you that person, that little girl, that little boy that was in you when you first started is still there and to not forget that person; remember that person, remember that fire that you once had.”

CUT 24: Mickey Guyton explains why she wrote the song “All American,” which is to celebrate our differences.

Mickey Guyton (All American) OC: …our differences. 1:04
“’All American’ means so much to me. You know, I write songs that can be very polarizing and deep thought and sometimes it can make some people mad.  There’s a lot off mixed reactions that can happen, and within that I wanted to write a song that unifies us. In a time in America, where there seems to be so much division, so much unnecessary division, I felt it was important for us to celebrate what makes America great and that is our differences, our stark differences. Some people’s America is James Dean. Some people’s America is James Brown. Some people’s America are Daisy Dukes. Some people’s America are Dookie Braids. Some champagne, some’s beer, but it doesn’t make it any less American than the other. So, it was really important for me to write a song celebrating America and celebrating what makes us so great and that is our differences.”


CUT 25: Mickey Guyton talks about the song, “Different,” which is featured on her new album, Remember Her Name.

Mickey Guyton (Different) OC: …is about. :34
“’Different is one of my favorite songs on the album. It’s so different, but it’s really a song celebrating yourself, and so often we’re taught not to do that. You can’t love yourself. You can’t love your body and love your legs and love your hair, but this song is celebrating it. And none of us want to fit in; we want to fit out. And that’s what we were meant to do. That’s what we were born to do. God made every one of us perfectly and uniquely made, and we should celebrate that, and that’s what ‘Different’ is about.”

CUT 26: Mickey Guyton says she wrote “Love My Hair” for people who have insecurities could feel seen in a song.

Mickey Guyton (Love My Hair) OC: …in a song. 1:02
“So ‘Love My Hair’ I wrote after I saw a video of a little black girl getting sent home from her private school because the school said her hair was distracting. What people don’t realize is the power of your words and you don’t know what you might say could affect someone especially for something that they cannot control, and it brought back my own insecurities about my own hair growing up and the different struggles, and even within this industry as an artist trying to find someone that understood how to do my hair and my makeup. And when I didn’t have anybody that knew how to do that, there was so often that I was walking on red carpets feeling so insecure because I knew I didn’t necessarily look my best, and I just felt like it was really important to write about it. And I wish I had a song called ‘I Love My Hair’ when I was 12 years old when I was going through my in-between stages of figuring out who I am and my differences and how to navigate that. And so I wanted to write a song so hopefully women and girls that have insecurities and people that have insecurities about that can feel seen in a song.”

CUT 27: Mickey Guyton talks about the song “Lay It On Me,” which was inspired by her husband Grant Savoy, and she says if she ever made a music video for this song, she’d base it on the Harry Connick, Jr.-Sandra Bullock 1998 film, Hope Floats.

Mickey Guyton (Lay It On Me) OC: …to Hope Floats. 1:14
“My husband was really sick, and nobody really knows about it. He went through a whole year of doctors’ appointments, bone marrow biopsies, all kinds of tests, even a misdiagnosis to Leukemia. And to watch someone who you view as your superhero and to watch him suffer and me not have the ability to take that pain from him was really hard, so I wanted to write a song letting my person know that I am here. And also, it’s a love song and real love and real relationships and marriage, you go through things. It’s not a walk in the park, and all of those instagramable, amazing ‘we’re living so great’ marriages, it’s great, but like really, it’s hard and what makes you stronger is when you can lift each other up through the bad. And that’s what that song is about. And I was also inspired by Hope Floats and Harry Connick Jr. and Sandra Bullock and that last scene when he picks her up and her hair billows over to the right and he puts her in the car and they ride off in the sunset, that kind of Cowboy Love, ahhhhhhh. Yeah, if I shot a music video to that, that’s what it would be about. I would do a complete homage to Hope Floats.”

CUT 28: Mickey Guyton talks about the song “Higher,” which she calls a palette cleanser for her album, Remember Her Name.

Mickey Guyton (Higher) OC: …here today. :32
“’Higher’ is just a good song and a good palette cleanser for this album. I’ve so many songs that bring so many emotions and this is just a good love song. When I wrote ‘Higher,’ I was just like man, I feel like this has to go on the album. I don’t know why, but it does. It’s just about love. It’s about my husband and the love he has for me and how his love literally has lifted me up out of the trenches and is why I am here today.”

CUT 29: Mickey Guyton talks about the song “Slow Dancing In The Living Room.”

Mickey Guyton (Slow Dancing In The Living Room) OC: …it’s sexy. :48
“’Slow Dancing In The Living Room,’ so my husband and I, we’ve been having living room dance parties from the beginning of our relationship – some slow, some bops – those are some of my most favorite moments. Like you can go out to a club and it’s fun, but there’s something about those 4am dance parties. What’s one of the songs? ‘Sunflower’ – my husband and I would play that song over and over and over and over again and just dance in our living room, and that’s what ‘Slow Dancing In The Living Room’ is about is just being with your person. You don’t need all these outside forces to have a good time with your significant other. And yeah, it’s one of my favorite songs too, and it’s sexy!”

CUT 30: Mickey Guyton talks about the song, “Do You Really Wanna Know,” from her album, Remember Her Name.

Mickey Guyton (Do You Really Want To Know) OC: …and in music. :33
“That song I wrote, man, four years ago? I wrote it because I was feeling so stagnant. And so often when someone asks how you’re doing, you’re saying, ‘Hey, how are you?’ ‘Good, well good to see you,’ and you walk on. It’s almost like an empty question. It’s almost like when we say we’re sorry. We always say sorry. We say sorry entirely too much when we’re not sorry. It’s almost like don’t ask someone how they’re doing if you don’t really want to know. And that’s what that song is about. That song is about me being transparent, and transparency is so important in life and in music.”

CUT 31: Mickey Guyton talks about the song “Black Like Me,” which absolutely changed her life.

Mickey Guyton (Black Like Me) OC: …who I am. 1:22
“When I wrote that song, I knew that it was different, and I knew instantly that that song was gonna change my life. I didn’t know how, I didn’t know when, but I knew it was a song that could potentially change my life, and it did. When I set out to truly be unapologetically me, that also meant that I was going to unapologetically stand up for black people in country music. I wrote that song because it is true. I wrote that song because to this day when I walk into a grocery store or a retail store, I still try to walk in with a smaller purse, because I’m so used to being followed around because people might think that I’m stealing. I’ve worked retail, so I know how it works. And I wanted to shed light on that. It’s my story, but it’s also so many people’s story. It was important to tell that story in country music, and the response has been overwhelmingly amazing. The response has also made a lot of people upset, and that’s okay because people are allowed to feel however they want to feel, and that’s when you know you’re doing something right. ‘Black Like Me’ is me being proud of who I am.”

CUT 32: Mickey Guyton hopes her song “Words” will encourage people to be nicer to each other.

Mickey Guyton (Words) OC: …nicer to each other. 1:09
“I wrote ‘Words’ after I performed at the ACMs with Carrie Underwood, Lauren Alaina and Maddie & Tae and Chrissy Metz, and this is when my career was taking a turn, so the more success you get, the more hate you get. And I got a hateful message, or what I thought was a hateful message – I’ve gotten way more hateful messages since then – and people do not understand the power of your words. I was watching Family Matters, and Carl Winslow said this, he said, ‘Sticks and stones may break my bones, but words will never hurt me,’ and then he said, ‘But words do hurt. And it’s so true, like your bones break, you can fix it, but words stick with you mentally throughout your whole life, and people have to understand the power of their words, and that’s what that song is about. I present myself as this strong person, but it doesn’t mean that I don’t cry when I see mean messages towards me, and hopefully, it can encourage people to be nicer to each other.”

CUT 33: Mickey Guyton talks about the song, “What Are You Gonna Tell Her.”

Mickey Guyton (What Are You Gonna Tell Her) OC: …not alone. 1:24
“’What Are You Gonna Tell Her’ – that’s a heavy song and there were lines that were really hard for me to go there. I mean, just listen to the song – there’s enough in there to just pick any of them, and it was hard for me to go there, but at the same time, if I didn’t, who will? And it’s so important especially when it was 2020 and now 2021, it’s so important to be open. When life has been so filtered, especially on Instagram and how unhealthy that has become for so many of us, I find that really important that we go there and talk about the tough stuff, because let’s be honest, every one of us has gone through something or is going through something and it’s important to feel sane and feel like you’re not alone.”

CUT 34: Mickey Guyton says her song “Smoke” tells people to follow their intuition because where there is smoke, there is fire.

Mickey Guyton (Smoke) OC: …are not crazy. :58
“’Smoke’ is my JAM! That is my trap country song. So, I wrote that song because, first of all, I wrote that with one of my good friends, Balewa, who wrote ‘Dirty’ by Christina Aguilera. He’s from Atlanta, he’s from New York but lives in Atlanta. And I really just wanted to do a true fusion of country and Atlanta, and that song is that. ‘Smoke’ is Nashville and Atlanta coming together. It’s just a song about where there’s smoke, there is fire. We all have those conversations about girls checking their boyfriends’ phones, but if the girls didn’t feel insecure because their man might possibly be doing things he shouldn’t, we wouldn’t be checking their phones. So, that’s what ‘Smoke’ is about – where there is smoke, there is fire. So, follow your intuition, ladies. You are not wrong. You are not crazy.”

CUT 35: Mickey Guyton talks about the song Rosé.

Mickey Guyton (Rosé) OC: …you feel cute. :35
“When I was writing, I thought, ‘I need a drinking country song,’ but I need a drinking song that’s true to me. And so I went down the list of drinks. There’s vodka, there’s beer, and then there’s  tequila, that’s already been sang about, and there’s VODKA. And so I was like so what wine has nobody sang (about) – Rosé -- and so I googled (it). With all of the green walls with neon lettering saying, Rosé all day,’ how has nobody written that song? So, I wrote Rosé all day. It’s pretty, it’s pink, and you sit there and have brunch and you sip it and you feel cute.”
CUT 36: Mickey Guyton talks about “Indigo,” which is featured on her album, Remember Her Name.

Mickey Guyton (Indigo) OC: …bring people together. 1:07
“As I was making this album, I wanted to hopefully explain to people why I felt certain types of ways over the years. And I always thought about the rainbow. When you look at the rainbow, when we were little and learned it, it was ‘Roy G. Biv,” we would know red, yellow, orange, green, blue, purple, and we were always like, ‘what is that other color?’ ‘Cause you don’t really see it on the rainbow, but it’s there and without all of the colors of the rainbow, there is no rainbow and there is no pot of gold. And that was basically saying that every person, every color, matters. And even the ones you don’t see or the ones that you don’t think that you don’t see, they’re still there and they’re still so important – meaning all of our differences we all matter. If you forget about one, then the rainbow isn’t complete and we aren’t complete, and that’s what that was about, especially in this time of the pandemic and everything else that we’ve been going through, I was hoping that this would be, I don’t know, another song that would bring people together.”
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
