Since the June release of Sam Hunt’s “Leave The Night On” to country radio and digital partners, the single has sold more than 500,000 tracks and has consistently been Spotify’s No. 1-streamed country artist in the U.S. and a Top 30-streamed artist across all genres. The song is poised to top the country charts, and his debut album, Montevallo, is released on Monday (October 27th).

Hunt, recently named one of Rolling Stone’s “10 New Artists You Need to Know: Summer 2014,” has earned recognition as a songwriter with credits including Kenny Chesney’s No. 1 smash “Come Over,” Keith Urban’s Top 10 single “Cop Car” and Billy Currington’s latest No. 1 hit “We Are Tonight.” Continuing to build a name for himself as a songwriter, Hunt co-wrote all of the tracks on the new album, which was produced by Zach Crowell (Keith Urban) and Shane McAnally (Kacey Musgraves).

This fall, Sam is out on the road with Kip Moore and Charlie Worsham on CMT On Tour: Kip Moore Up In Smoke, a 21-market run that kicked off in New York City September 25th.

CUT 21: Sam Hunt can’t contain his excitement at releasing his debut album, Montevallo.

Sam Hunt (can’t wait to release Montevallo) OC: …it’s existence. :34
“I can’t wait! As it gets closer, I would put it out tomorrow, if I could, but I think I could wait a few more days if I’ve waited this long. I’m just excited to have songs out there that folks haven’t heard yet. The enthusiasm has been so great the last several weeks and the anticipation that I’m anxious for these folks who are really excited about hearing music to get the music. [I’m] mostly thankful that people are anticipating it and are looking forward to hearing the music, and also looking forward to the folks who don’t have a clue who we are and who will hopefully stumble across it throughout its existence.”

CUT 22: Sam Hunt says he hopes he gets to spend album release day with his band and the folks who were responsible for his album getting released.

Sam Hunt (release day) OC: …together. :23
“I’m sure I’ll spend the day around my guys in the band and tour manager, John, and all the people that have been working really hard to make all this happen. I really want to soak in that day with those guys. Whatever we’re doing, even if it’s not specifically related to the album release, I want to be around those guys so we can experience the day together.”

CUT 23: Sam Hunt explains what he hopes for when people listen to his new album, Montevallo.

Sam Hunt (Montevallo expectations) OC: …makes them feel. :43
“I hope that people, if the give the full album a chance, will have the ability to see what I want to represent as an artist, they will be able to get out of this music what I get out of music that I love, you know? The record is hopefully diverse enough to reach people of several different tastes. If there is something I could say to someone that was about to listen to this record for the first time, I would hope that they could put aside any preconceived notions or any direction that whatever they have stumbled across before has given them, they could open their mind and just listen to the music with an open mind and open heart and just see how they feel about it; see how it makes them feel.”

CUT 24: Sam Hunt explains where he got the title for his debut album, Montevallo.

Sam Hunt (Montevallo title) 1 OC: …tap into. 1:07
“Montevallo is the name of a town south of Birmingham about 20-30 minutes. I had never spent any time there, but went to school for several years in Birmingham and met a girl from Montevallo just as I was leaving to head to Nashville. Over the course of the next several years as I was on this journey musically, figuring out the songwriting thing and doing all the things that led up to this moment. I was writing songs that were inspired by the experiences I was living, and the girl from Montevallo had a lot to do with that and a lot of influence came from her and came from experiences in that town, came from other people in that town. It’s just a word that when I see it or when I hear someone else say it, it has a whole new emotion attached to it, then when I first left Birmingham, and that’s the same emotion that I get when I read the track listing on the record. So, there’s just a connection between all those songs and the album title personally. Hopefully, even though people might not be aware of that story, there’s just somehow subliminally, there’s a connection there that they’re able to tap into.”

CUT 25: Sam Hunt talks about his song choices for his debut album, Montevallo.

Sam Hunt (song choices) OC: …in that way. :52
“I had about 14 or 15 songs ready when I went to make the record. I couldn’t decide, after the first 10, I couldn’t decide what to pick. So, at the end of the day, these 10 songs were the songs that I absolutely HAD to put on the record. I didn’t want to overwhelm people with a ton of songs. I wanted them to really digest these songs especially. So, I just stuck with 10. I don’t know what plans will be in the future as far as putting out new music, but hopefully I’ll be able to put out music sooner than later, because I want to continue to write and I do have songs that folks haven’t heard. You only get one first album, and these are the songs I feel like best represented the era of writing my first album. Every song is a little bit different. The other songs that I have would have been a slight version of something that’s already on the record, so I wanted to keep it unique in that way.”

CUT 26: Sam Hunt describes what’s happening in his debut single, “Leave the Night On.”

Sam Hunt (Leave the Night On) 1 OC: …the night. :15
“It’s a song about a guy who’s with a girl, and they’ve had a good evening and they’re creeping up on the normal time to go separate ways, but neither of them want to end the night yet. So, they continue their adventure on into the late hours of the night.” 

CUT 27: Sam Hunt explains how he came up with the idea for “Leave the Night On.”

Sam Hunt (Leave the Night On) 2 OC: …that song. :39
“‘Leave the Night On’ is a song that started with the title. I just lucked up and stumbled across the title ‘Leave the Night On’ after looking at the title of another song that was called ‘Leave the Light On.’ But I mistakenly thought that this other song said ‘Leave the Night On’ when I glanced at the title, and I thought, ‘What a great hook! I can’t believe nobody’s written that. I wish I’d written that.’ I looked a little closer, and it actually said, ‘Leave the Light On.’ And I immediately called a couple writing buddies of mine, and we went in and wrote the song. Didn’t really think about it too much. We wanted to write something upbeat and fun that just sort of propped up that hook, because that was the most important part of that song.”

CUT 28: Sam Hunt says he was most antsy about releasing “Take Your Time” since it was one of the first songs he had written for his own album.

Sam Hunt (Take Your Time) OC: …my own project. :33
“‘Take Your Time’ is a song I wrote two or three years ago, and it was sort of my first experience using a unique cadence in the verses and flowing from that spoken thing into a melody and then back again. It probably represents a lot of the R&B influence that a lot of my music has, and I’ve always been really attracted to that rhythmic style of music. It’s a song that I’ve had for a while and been most antsy about putting out, because it is one of the first songs I wrote when I started working on my own project.”

CUT 29: Sam Hunt talks about how he came up with the song “House Party.”

Sam Hunt (House Party) OC: …a lot of fun. :45
“ ‘House Party’ I wrote with Jerry Flowers and Zach Crowell. I came in one day to write with Zach – Zach is one of the producers on my record – and Jerry was already playing this groove, this cool groove. And I had this little idea, the line, ‘If you’re gonna be a homebody/we’re gonna have a house party.’ We didn’t want to write a party song. We wanted to try to write it from a different angle, and that’s when the girl came into play, and the homebody thing, I guess, came in after that. I can’t remember, but we tied it in…with a song called ‘House Party,’ you’d expect it to be more about a big party, not as much about a relationship, so we tried to put a little bit of a unique twist on it. It’s another one of my favorite songs to play live. It’s a lot of fun.”

CUT 30: Sam Hunt talks about writing the song, “Breakup in a Small Town.”

Sam Hunt (Breakup in a Small Town) OC: …song’s about. :36
“‘Breakup in a Small Town’ is one of the last songs I wrote before we finished the record. I wrote it with Zach Crowell and Shane McAnally, and it’s a song that, sort of the title explains everything you would expect about the song. It’s just about growing up in a small town and you break up with a guy or a girl, and you think you’re not gonna see ‘em again. You think they’re long gone, but then you realize there’s just so many streets and so many lights. You hang out with all the same people. They’re the first person you see when you leave the house, so it’s kind of hard to get away from ‘em. That’s what this whole song’s about.”

CUT 31: Sam Hunt talks about the song, “Single for the Summer,” which is from his debut album, Montevallo.

Sam Hunt (Single for the Summer) OC: …want to do. 1:13
“‘Single for the Summer’ is the last song that I finished for the record. I finished it in the ninth hour just before I had to turn the record in. I wrote the whole song one night at 2 o’clock, 3 o’clock in the morning and is probably the fastest song I’d ever written, but it wasn’t quite right. So, I took it into Zach and the guys I work with, and we tweaked on it. I put it up for a long time, and then last minute before the record was finished, I just stumbled across it again and got excited about it again and started to work on it. One of my hesitations about putting it on the record is the character in the song is really an unlikable character, but he’s very honest, and that somewhat redeems the crimes you may accuse him of committing. I*t’s a song that comes from an emotion that I’ve felt from temptation or from the idea that you need freedom and you need to be out going and doing and the whole deal. But at the end of the day, it’s a song about heartbreak, or a love song about heartbreak, doing what you don’t really want to do.”

CUT 32: Sam Hunt talks about the song “Ex To See,” which appears on his new digital album preview, X2C.

Sam Hunt (Ex To See) OC: …to see. :35
“‘Ex To See’ is a song I wrote with Josh Osborne and Matt Ramsey, and it’s another one of those ‘lucky to find titles.’ I’m surprised nobody’s written that title. We just stumbled across it one day when we were writing. I mentioned the word ‘ecstasy,’ and Josh heard the three words – E-X-T-O-S-E-E. It’s about a girl who breaks up with her boyfriend and takes this guy out to hopefully run into her ex-boyfriend and make him jealous. The hook of the song goes, ‘You don’t want me/you just want your ex to see.’”

CUT 33: Sam Hunt explains what the guy is doing in the song “Make You Miss Me.”

Sam Hunt (Make You Miss Me) OC: …miss him. :50
“This sentiment came out of knowing a girl who, and girls in general, that tend to have the personality to be very into something one minute and over it the next, and not really ever having been in a relationship with a guy because she was over before it could get started. This is a song about a guy who says he’s not gonna let that happen. He’s gonna be memorable. He’s gonna make her miss him. It’s implied that he wants to make her miss him the way that he misses her when she’s not with him. The attitude of the singer is a confident one, but there’s also a vulnerability there because he really likes this girl and he misses her, so his only option is to make sure that he’s not forgettable, and he figures out a way to make her miss him.”

CUT 34: Sam Hunt explains how the song “Cop Car” actually stems from an incident that happened in his own life.

Sam Hunt (Cop Car) OC: …this music. :53
“‘Cop Car’ is a song that came out of an experience that I had down in Alabama at an airport where we used to sneak in the back side and park by the runway. We’d turn the headlights off and get out and sit in the grass or up on top of the truck, and these big planes would come flying right over the top of us and land. It was entertaining, it was three or four seconds of entertainment every 30 or 40 minutes. We got away with it a few times, and then wound up in a little bit of trouble one night and got run off by the police. And I had never thought to put this story in a song, but I was writing with my producer Zach [Crowell], and he had this track that was really cool and vibey. It sounded like a love song, but I didn’t want to write a mushy love song, so I remembered this story. And this image of a cop car slightly toughened up the music in a way that it needed, and the idea was just perfect for this music.”

CUT 35: Sam Hunt says the song, “Raised On It,” is just a stream of consciousness song he wrote based on growing up in a small Georgia town.

Sam Hunt (Raised On It) 1 OC: …Cedartown. :11
“‘Raised On It’ is a stream of consciousness song that doesn’t really have a storyline. It’s a scrapbook of my teenage years of growing up in the small town where I’m from in Georgia – Cedartown.”

CUT 36: Sam Hunt tried to capture growing up in a small town in Georgia in the song “Raised On It.”

Sam Hunt (Raised On It) 2 OC: …in a song. :40
“While writing the song, I just tried to come up with as many little images that represented life at that age in a small town. And in the end, I just sort of culled out the ones that I didn’t think fit and pieced together the ones that I did, and it all came together. It’s the best representation of where I’m from and the lifestyle I grew up in, even though I moved from there to Birmingham and then moved up to Nashville and I’ve been in more of a city environment the past few years. So, I miss a lot of those things about Cedartown, but they still mean a lot to me, so I wanted to capture those images and that past and then put it in a song.”

CUT 37: Sam Hunt says he almost didn’t record the song “Speakers” for his debut album, Montevallo.

Sam Hunt (Speakers) 1 OC: …started it. :28
“I started writing ‘Speakers’ a few weeks before I started writing ‘Cop Car.’ And the hook in ‘Speakers’ says, Love in the back of the truck with the tailgate down just us and the speakers on.’ For some reason, I thought ‘back of the truck’ and ‘back of a Cop Car’ were too close, and I didn’t finish “Speakers.’ But several months later, I listened back and they were such different ideas and concepts that I felt like ‘Speakers’ deserved to be finished. There were a lot of really cool images that were already there in the song from having started it.”

CUT 38: Sam Hunt says he tried to mimic the awareness you have in a new romantic relationship in the song “Speakers.”

Sam Hunt (Speakers) 2 OC: …environment. :50
“It has a little bit of the R&B influence that I talked about from “Take Your Time,” but it’s more rural. They’re out in the country. I’ve spent a lot of nights out in that environment, and there’s something very romantic about that. And this was a song where I felt like I could do that, and really draw out all the sensations – the noises, the sounds, the feelings – that you experience when you’re out there in that situation. And when you’re that engaged romantically, your senses are heightened, so you remember every little detail. So, I tried to really make those details specific to sort of mimic that awareness that you have when you’re in that situation when your heart’s beating fast and you’re out there in that environment.”
