The title cut was written by Cole Swindell, Jaren Johnston of the Cadillac Three, Brian Kelley and Tyler Hubbard of Florida Georgia Line and Jesse Frasure. Currington also co-wrote one song, “It Don’t Hurt Like It Used To,” on the project.

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SUMMER FOREVER Album Soundbites:

CUT 19: Billy Currington explains where he came up with the title of the album.

Billy Currington (title of album) OC: …this album. :21
“I named the album Summer Forever partly because it’s my life – summer and sunshine, beach, ocean and all that – and I think some of the songs on the album reflect that, and it just felt like a great title. It’s the title of one of the songs on there, and when I was kinda going through the songs, one day it just hit me, like, ‘Man, that would be a perfect title for this album.”

CUT 20: Billy Currington says he hopes fans feel good when they listen to his new album, Summer Forever.

Billy Currington (what he hopes fans go away with) OC: …they have. :17
“You know, when the fans listen to this record, I hope that they just feel alive and they feel good and they feel like they were just on a beach, and most of all, I really hope they enjoy it. And something in one of those songs, or every song, moved them in some way, and just be thankful for that album they have.”

CUT 21: Billy Currington talks about working with producer Dann Huff (Keith Urban, Hunter Hayes) on his new album, Summer Forever.

Billy Currington (Dann Huff) OC: …with him again. :49
“Dan Huff produced this entire album, and he did such a fantastic job. I’m a big fan of Dann. I was a big fan before I worked with him of all the stuff he did. I think the reason Dann and I click so well is the fact that we have the same vision for the end result of each song on the album, and also, how does each song fit as a whole, as the entire album, how do all of these songs work together? I don’t know. Every time I would throw something out, I felt like he would agree, and every time he threw something out, I felt like I would agree. There was not really a lot of disagreements, if any, on the whole production of this album. It seems like he would be, to me, a guy I would’ve hung out in high school. I really love him. He’s a super special guy, and I look forward to working with him again.”

CUT 22: Billy Currington talks about recording “Don’t It,” his recent No. 1 single.

Billy Currington (Don’t It) OC: …did that. :33
“‘Don’t It’ – it’s just one of those songs when you first hear it, you’re like, ‘That’s it! That song sounds like a smash, and I’m so thankful that the songwriters sent it to me.’ Dann Huff worked really hard to get that groove set back in the pocket like it is. It wasn’t something that came in a few minutes of recording. We worked on it, and he got that magical feel to it, and I think that’s one of the main reasons it’s doing so well, ‘cause it’s a shuffle, and it’s hard to get those kind of songs right and get the right tempo and everything about that. And Dann did that.”

CUT 23: Billy Currington talks about his new single, “Drinkin’ Town With a Football Problem.”

Billy Currington (Drinkin’ Town With a Football Problem) OC: …top 12. [laughs] :40
“‘Drinkin’ Town With a Football Problem,’ my manager sent it to me. He was like, ‘Hey man, I’m managing this group and they wrote this song, but they’re not going to record it, and they wanted to send it to you.’ So, I pressed play, and my first thought with this song was like, ‘Wow! This song could for sure be in a commercial for the NFL.’ I mean it’s so perfect. I could hear it playing at stadiums during football games, and I can’t say enough about how happy the song is and how happy it made me feel, when I was recording it and when I was listening to the demo of it, and now when I listen to the finished project, it’s one of my top…12 [on the album].” [laughs]

CUT 24: Billy Currington talks about the song, “Wake Me Up,” which is featured on his new album, Summer Forever.

Billy Currington (Wake Me Up) OC: …about it. :36
“The song ‘Wake Me Up’ [is] the third song on the album. When we recorded the song, I remember the acoustic [guitar] player playing a certain part in the very beginning, and it was so beautiful is the word. I just wanted to hear it over and over and over, and I was like, ‘Wow! This guy is so good, and I can’t believe this is gonna be on this song on my album, just something as simple as that one little acoustic part.’ So, now when I play the album, I crank that part up. I just love it, and it’s such a happy song. So much fun. I could go on and on about it.”

CUT 25: Billy Currington describes the song, “Wake Me Up,” which is featured on his new album, Summer Forever.

Billy Currington (Wake Me Up) 2 OC: …a great feel. :24
“‘Wake Me Up’ is a song about someone who’s definitely just lost his love, and he’s heartbroken – or she’s heartbroken – and he’s basically saying to the partner that he just lost, ‘It don’t matter, it don’t matter when you call me, you can wake me up. Just call me, ‘cause I miss ya. I love ya.’ That’s the gist of the song with a great feel.”

CUT 26: Billy Currington talks about the song, “Good Night,” which features Jessie James Decker.

Billy Currington (Good Night) OC: …hear her sing. 1:06
"'Good Night' is a song that I've had in my back pocket, so to speak, for quite a while and it was sent to me by one of my favorite publishers and friend. I actually used to live in this lady's attic in Nashville, Tennessee. Her name's Carla, she runs Big Yellow Dog Music, and she told me 'I got a great song for you.' She was right. She sent it to me and it was one of them songs that when I look on the number of plays on my iTunes on my computer, it's one of the highest. I mean, I listen to it over and over and over. And I knew I was going to record it and I was like, but I really wanted to get someone to sing with me, a girl. I always thought it would sound good with a girl. So I've known Jessie James for quite a few years. She's got such a soulful voice, and it was just that one voice that popped in my head. I didn't think of anybody else, and I just was like I want to ask Jessie if she'll sing on this song, and thankfully, she did and she sounds great. And I look forward to people hearing this song, and if they've never heard her also to hear her sing."

CUT 27: Billy Currington talks about the song “Jonesin’,” which is featured on his new album, Summer Forever.

Billy Currington (Jonesin’) OC: …the project. :30
"Jonesin’,’ What a cool song. So glad to have that on the album. It's a little unique, different. It was sent to me by a new friend, acquaintance of mine named Shane McAnally. He sent me some really good songs over the past few months, but '’Jonesin'' was one that kinda stuck out and just got that funky thing to it. It was hands down something I knew I wanted to put on the album, but for sure turned out to be one of the most unique songs on the project."

CUT 28: Billy Currington talks about “Give It To Me Straight.”

Billy Currington (Give It To Me Straight) OC: …and Mark. :32
"There's a song called 'Give It To Me Straight' on the album, and it was written by Mark Trussell and Abe Stoklasa. Abe used to play in the band. Mark still plays in the band. But they're great friends of mine. They're a new songwriting team together. They, of course, met out there probably on the road and just decided to get together one day and every song that they're sending me, I want to record. They’re just so special. So, I can't wait more people get to hear the writings, the songs of Abe and Mark."

CUT 29: Billy Currington talks about “It Don’t Hurt Like It Used To.” 

Billy Currington (It Don’t Hurt Like It Used To) OC: …own album. 1:01
"A buddy of mine named Shy Carter called me up, he says 'Well I'm over here with Cary Barlowe, here at your old publishing company, Major Bob", the first company that gave me a publishing deal. He says, 'Why don't you stop by and say hello?' So I pulled in, walked in, and we got to talking a little bit and it wasn't long Cary started playing that guitar that you hear on the project. That melody, he started playing that melody. I don't know what it was, I just started singing, singing lyrics, they just started coming out and Shy be like 'man, let's write this down, let's finish this'. Within a couple of hours we had finished the song and fortunately had a studio sitting right in the same room that we wrote the song in. So we just pressed record and laid the song down. Put a groove to it. Sang it. And of course Dan took it and made it his own and put a major production on it, but I ain't wrote a song in quite a while before that so it was nice to kinda get back into writing songs again and getting one on my own album."

CUT 30: Billy Currington talks about writing “It Don’t Hurt Like It Used To.”

Billy Currington (It Don’t Hurt Like It Used To) 2 OC: …a song. :28
"The idea and the story behind 'It Don't Hurt Like It Used To' - it must be buried deep in my heart where the lyrics started coming out from, because it wasn't anything that was on the top of my head that afternoon. It wasn't anything I pre-thought about what can we write this day or anything like that. It was just Cary started playing that guitar. I don't know, it just started coming out, and coming out and coming out, and before you know it, we had a song."

CUT 31: Billy Currington talks about “Nowhere Town.”

Billy Currington (Nowhere Town) OC: …happy song. :13
“What the song means to me is that it’s just a reflection of life, and how I grew up and all the people I meet across the U.S. in those little towns. Happy people. Happy song.”

CUT 32: Billy Currington talks about “Do I Make You Wanna,” featured on his new album, Summer Forever.

Billy Currington (Do I Make You Wanna) OC: …number ones. :42
“‘Do I Make You Wanna’ was recorded, actually, it was one of the first three songs that was recorded. It was ‘Don’t It,’ ‘Do I Make You Wanna’ and a song called ‘Soundtrack.’ And those three were recorded and sent in for the first single. You know, we had to pick a song out of those three songs. ‘Do I Make You Wanna’ was a strong contender [for first single] for me and I think other people at the label. It’s just got that laid-back thing, and easy to sing and just a really, really cool song. A cool vibe, that’s definitely what I’d say about this. It’s got that vibe. The writers aren’t too bad either. [laughs] They’ve had quite a few number-ones.” 

CUT 33: Billy Currington talks about the feel of “Do I Make You Wanna.” 

Billy Currington (Do I Make You Wanna) 2 OC: …record it. :24
“It just felt good. The lyrical content is written so perfect. It’s a question. ‘Do I make you wanna dance real slow/do I make you wanna go fly down a two-lane road/am I that guy/am I the one that’s making you happy ‘cause I wanna know/do I make you wanna.’ It just spoke to me. I became a big fan. I listened to it over and over, so I had to record it.”

CUT 34: Billy Currington says he was drawn to the passion in the song, “Sweet Love.”

Billy Currington (Sweet Love) OC: …a big fan. :34
“When I got ‘Sweet Love,’ it was just this worktape, a guitar and vocal. You could tell he was just sitting in his house, he was singing his heart out – ‘sweet love/dancing in your room all night/couldn’t stop kissing you to save my life.’ There was just so much passion. If I could this song with half the passion that the songwriter did, people are gonna jam. They’re gonna dance. They’re gonna make love. They’re gonna have so much fun in that three minutes of this song. So, it was just another one I was glued to, listened to it over and over; became a big fan.”

CUT 35: Billy Currington talks about the song, “Soundtrack,” which can be found on his new album, Summer Forever.

Billy Currington (Soundtrack) OC: …that’s “Soundtrack.” :44
“‘Soundtrack’ is out there. It’s definitely one of those like if someone said, ‘Do you have any party songs on your album,’ I would say ‘Soundtrack’ would be the one. It’s just basically this whole night that’s happening right now, this whole day on the beach or whatever it is, it’s gonna be the soundtrack of our lives. It’s gonna be what we remember years and years from now when we hear that one song, it’s gonna take us back to that time, that night that we were having bonfire parties in the field or on the beach, or wherever, and just having the time of our lives, making great memories. That’s ‘Soundtrack.’”

CUT 36: Billy Currington talks about “Summer Forever,” the title cut of his new album.

Billy Currington (Summer Forever) OC: …lasted forever. :45
“ ‘Summer Forever,’ when I first heard that song, I was told it was written by a couple of them boys in Florida Georgia Line and Cole Swindell, and maybe two other writers. And they were like, ‘Man, they were done with their album, but they just wrote this really cool song. You wanna hear it?’ I was like, ‘Sure, play it.’ And they played it, and I was like, ‘Whoa.’ [laughs] I bet they wish they could back up and put this song on their album. It says everything about my life. I do wish there was summer forever. I love winter. I love fall. I love spring, but nothing makes me more happy than living my days in the summertime. So, yeah, I wish summer lasted forever.”
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
