It was a dream of becoming a songwriter that first brought Shreveport, Louisiana native Jordan Davis to Nashville in 2012. A lot has changed for 2020 ACM Best New Male Artist of the Year nominee since moving to Music City. From signing a record deal with MCA Nashville and racking up over one billion streams of his debut album Home State to touring the country playing for fans and notching three consecutive No. 1s with Platinum-certified “Singles You Up” and “Take It From Me” and most recently “Slow Dance In a Parking Lot,” one thing has remained constant for the breakthrough hitmaker, his love for the craft of songwriting. That passion continues to drive his latest project, a self-titled EP out May 22nd. 

“We closed Home State with ‘Leaving New Orleans’ and it was one I almost didn’t record…I got too caught up in the lyrics and worried if you were not from New Orleans you wouldn’t be into the song. But at shows across the country people would sing the chorus back to us. The location didn’t matter to them, it was the meaning behind the lyrics that struck a chord. I wanted to lean into that and create more songs like it for this project.”

Davis toes that rare line between commercial viability and intricate songwriting. A paradox of reflective and feel-good, he proves the two are not mutually exclusive with his new EP. Teaming once again with Home State producer Paul DiGiovanni, Davis delivers the catchy hooks and the sing-a-longs that have become his signature, with tracks like “Ruin My Weekend” and latest single “Almost Maybes” written with songwriting heavy weights Jesse Frasure and Hillary Lindsey, while going deeper with the personal “Detours” and spiritual “Church In A Chevy.” It’s an artistic dichotomy Davis has been aware of since he started listening to music as a kid.

CUT 10: JORDAN DAVIS SAYS THIS COLLECTION OF NEW SONGS IS A PERSONAL EXPRESSION OF WHERE HE IS IN HIS LIFE RIGHT NOW.

Jordan Davis (self-titled EP) OC: …proud of. :20
“With releasing this EP, these six songs are songs that I feel like are a perfect reflection of who I am right now, and I think it’s a great segue into a full-length project and just the growth I’ve had since my first album, Home State. But it really is—it’s just six songs that I’m very proud of.”

CUT 11: JORDAN DAVIS SAYS HIS NEW SELF-TITLED EP SHOWCASES WHAT’S HAPPENING IN HIS LIFE RIGHT NOW.

Jordan Davis (self-titled EP) 2 OC: …is gonna go. :41
“Coming off of Home State, I think one of my favorite things following artists growing up was kind of seeing the growth of ‘em, and with me, I’m at a totally different spot than I was when I was writing for Home State. I’ve been married for a couple of years, I have a daughter now, and I’m writing about those events that are happening in my life, and that’s what these songs are. I’m very grateful for where I’m at right now, and I think that shows in the songwriting of this EP. I think it also kind of digs my heels in more into the direction this new music and this next chapter is gonna go.”

CUT 12: JORDAN DAVIS TALKS ABOUT THE SONG, “ALMOST MAYBES.”

Jordan Davis (Almost Maybes) OC: …from those. :13
“’Almost Maybes’ is a song that I’m getting a lot of feedback on. I think that song resonates with a lot of people, just because we’ve all had those relationships that kinda got you to where you need to go and you learn something from those.”

CUT 13: JORDAN DAVIS TALKS ABOUT THE SONG, “CHURCH IN A CHEVY.”

Jordan Davis (Church in a Chevy) OC: …conversations. :20
“’Church in a Chevy’ means the world to me, and I think there’s a lot of love in that song. That’s kind of my way that I find my quiet time with the Good Lord is by myself either on the water or in the woods or somewhere alone to where I can have those conversations.”

CUT 14: JORDAN DAVIS TALKS ABOUT HIS SONG, “RUIN MY WEEKEND.”

Jordan Davis (Ruin My Weekend) OC: …turn up loud. :56
“’Ruin My Weekend’ is a song I wrote with the Jenkins Brothers, Matt and Josh Jenkins, one of the many, many songs that I’ve written with those guys. That’s one that is just, man, Josh had that groove and some days Josh comes in and he’s just on fire when it comes to just a melody and just feeling it, and that day Josh was feeling it. We kind of had to tweak a few things after it just to hammer it home, but I love the play on ruin my weekend, kind of taking this negative title and really making it about a guy that’s head over heels for a girl and whatever she wants him to do, he’s doing it. Man, that’s probably my favorite of the new songs to play live, and the band loves playing it. That’s one that is gonna be fun to turn up loud.”


[bookmark: _GoBack]CUT 15: Jordan Davis talks about the song “A Little Lime.”

Jordan Davis (A Little Lime) OC: …therefore it’s on the EP. :47
“’A Little Lime’ is one I wrote with Josh Kerr and my brother Jacob. I think we had them out for a run of shows to write some songs that weekend and we had written some other songs that weekend and I’d kind of put them in front of ‘A Little Lime,’ and luckily I’m not left to pick these songs by myself ‘cause I would’ve definitely missed that one. I’ve got a great team around me that can kind of correct me when I start getting away from songs that need to be on records. This is one that we put in the set to kind of test out, and after playing it the first night, fans gravitate towards it. I got a lot of messages about the ‘Tequila’ song. So, apparently y’all like to hear me sing about a little lime and a lot of tequila, so therefore it’s on the EP.”


CUT 16: Jordan Davis says the song “Detours” is basically about the love story between him and his wife Kristen.

Jordan Davis (Detours) OC: …special to me. :57
“’Detours’ is one of the oldest songs on this EP. I wrote this with Dave Turnbull and my brother (Jacob Davis). This one’s up there with ‘Church in a Chevy’ for me. Dave is one of my favorite writers in Nashville, and this song is really about me before I met my wife. The guy I was which wasn’t a great dude, but how when you meet the person you’re supposed to be with, that changes really quick. That’s kind of the love story between me and Kristen. We met under some weird circumstances at a weird time in my life and it ended up working out. We had a few hiccups in there, but the detours led us to a beautiful little baby girl, and that’s kind of what I see when I hear that song now. So, it’s definitely pretty special to me.”


CUT 17: JORDAN DAVIS TALKS ABOUT THE SONG "COOL ANYMORE" THAT HE DID WITH JULIA MICHAELS.

Jordan Davis (Cool Anymore) OC: …too seriously. :45
“For me, I think just kinda spending so much time out doing shows, and I know for me sometimes I feel like I have to be cool or I have to (JULIA: “Or put it on sometimes.”) And this is that kind of song just being like hey, leave work at work and every time I sing this, I kinda think about that, like don’t take this too seriously. This is a job, enjoy it. It’s kinda cool to kind of come home and not have to be that. For me, my wife is somebody that helps me kinda, I don’t want to say come down to earth, but I’m gonna say come down to earth. It’s just a song about being yourself, and I don’t know, not taking this world too seriously.”


CUT 18: JORDAN DAVIS TALKS ABOUT HAVING JULIA MICHAELS ON THEIR DUET "COOL ANYMORE."

Jordan Davis (Julia Michaels on Cool Anymore) OC: …part of it. :43
“When we started to writing this song (Cool Anymore) and kind of honed in on the idea and where we were going with it, pretty quick we decided to make a duet, write it as a duet and then just the topic of it of being able to just kind of be yourself and be vulnerable and be who you are onstage, offstage, whatever it is. If there’s anybody, if there’s an artist out there that is about as upfront and vulnerable as you can be, it’s Julia. You see it in her songwriting, you see that in pretty much all of her music, she’s very honest. And really, I feel like the root of this song is being who you are, and I feel like that’s exactly what Julia Michaels is, and (I’m) really excited that she wanted to be a part of it.”
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
