Produced by Paul DiGiovanni, Buy Dirt is Jordan Davis’ eight-song follow-up to last year’s self-titled EP and his debut album Home State, and is available on May 21st. Davis co-wrote every song on the EP except for the John Prine inspired “Blow Up Your TV.” The late iconic singer-songwriter is a major influence on Davis and his music. As a husband and father, Davis finds himself in a different place in his life, and the songs reflect it. Davis stakes his claim as a country innovator, both expanding and modernizing his sound without abandoning his love for the classics.

His single, “Almost Maybes” is currently in the Top 10 at country radio. The Louisiana native will hit the road this fall as part of Kane Brown’s Blessed And Free Tour.

Country superstar Luke Bryan lends his vocals on the vulnerable title track and centerpiece of the EP. The two musicians had first met at an awards show, then bumped into each other on the golf course throughout the years that followed. “We sat around the fire after a golf tournament one day, smoking cigars and talking about everything but music,” Davis recalls. “That conversation always stuck with me. Luke isn’t just a great entertainer; he’s a great Dad, a great husband, and a great friend, too. That’s what ‘Buy Dirt’ embodies. When I wrote ‘Buy Dirt,’ I knew he could relate to the song’s message. I took a chance and asked him to join me on the recording, and he said yes.”

CUT 13: Jordan Davis talks about why these eight songs fit together on the EP.

Jordan Davis (8 songs on EP) OC: …the pandemic. :22
“I think these eight songs work really well together, just because they were created in such a close period of time I think I was in the same head space on all of ‘em, and I got to cover one of my favorite John Prine songs to kind of kick this EP off. But, yeah, (I’m) really happy with how all these eight songs kind of blend with what I was going through during the pandemic.”

CUT 14: Jordan Davis says the songs on his new EP, Buy Dirt, came from being off the road and spending more time at home.

Jordan Davis (new EP) OC: …hear it. :16
“So, my new EP, Buy Dirt, is a lot of songs that came from being off the road, having a little bit more time at home, being able to kind of refocus and re-center my songwriting. So, (I’m) really excited about how the project turned out and excited for my fans to hear it.”

CUT 15: Jordan Davis explains the differences between his two EPs.

Jordan Davis (change between 2 EPs) OC: …those two EPs. :31
“This is the second EP we put out during the pandemic. I think the difference between the self-titled EP and Buy Dirt is a lot of the music was on my self-titled EP was already written and recorded and it was something that we just wanted to get out, especially at the beginning of what we didn’t know was going to be a long lay-off. But Buy Dirt kinda of came during the pandemic; a lot of these songs were written during that, so I think it’s pretty cool to see the change in my songwriting that happened between those two EPs.”

CUT 16: Jordan Davis talks about what he thinks fans will go away with after listening to his new EP, Buy Dirt.

Jordan Davis (what fans can expect from new EP) OC: ….artist for the better. :53
“You know, I think this EP, Buy Dirt, it’s been my last year. You know, I think I’ve learned a lot about myself, and I’ve been able to kind of reprioritize some stuff. I think it’s good to be busy. I’ve kind of always leaned on being busy as this really, really good thing. Being busy is good because that means you have a lot of work or whatever. But unfortunately, when you’re busy and you’re on the road, a lot of things that should come first kind of get pushed to the side. I kind of had to figure that out, and the pandemic really put it right in front of my face. And so, My writing changed, and I think that’s what a lot of these songs on Buy Dirt kind of reflect. I hope they take away some good music and a changed artist for the better.”

CUT 17: Jordan Davis talks about his idol, John Prine, and the song he covered “Blow Up Your TV.”

Jordan Davis (Prine Blow Up Your TV) OC: …amazing music. 1:14
“John Prine is one of the reasons I fell in love with songwriting from a super early age with my dad playing him for me for the first time. Unfortunately, we lost John over the pandemic, and I think it caused me to dive even more into his music. He’s been one of the staples and guys I’ve always gone back and listened to, but there was just something about when he passed, I just found myself listening to a whole lot of his music. And ‘Spanish Pipedream,’ that one song, that chorus is so perfect to me – ‘Blow up your TV/throw away your paper/move to the country/and build you a home’ –and it kind of spurred Buy Dirt. I think a lot of it started with the shutdown and music being put on pause and the future kind of being uncertain, but still nothing changed at my house. I was a dad. I was still a husband, and I think that I was just able to kind of refocus in on the real things in my life that weren’t going anywhere, and I think that’s how Buy Dirt kind of started. Yeah, but to start this EP off with a John Prine song, for me is just my way of saying thank you to him for being such a big influence on me and also leaving us with a lot of amazing music.”

CUT 18: Jordan Davis talks about the song, “Buy Dirt.”

Jordan Davis (Buy Dirt) OC: …pledge to that. :26
“’Buy Dirt’ is a song that came to me a couple of months into the pandemic. We couldn’t tour, music, everything was at a standstill. I came to the realization of man, all you need is your faith, your family and your friends. And music’s great and I love it and I’m happy I get to do it, but at the end of the day those are three things that I need to always keep at the top of my list, and ‘Buy Dirt’ is my kind of pledge to that.”

CUT 19: Jordan Davis explains how Luke Bryan ended up on his song, “Buy Dirt.”

Jordan Davis (Luke Bryan on Buy Dirt) OC: …my songs now. 1:13
“I met Luke three or four years ago at an awards show after party, and got to hang with him, but I really kind of got to sit and talk with him after a round of golf one day, and we just really talked about everything under the sun aside from music. Luke kind of embodies what that song is. You know a lot of people get to see Luke on American Idol or on stage, but Luke Bryan really is a great guy. I sent him a message one day, a text message actually attached with the song, and I was like, ‘Hey Luke, I wrote this. It means a lot to me. You came to mind whenever I was thinking about it, through the writing process, and this song just kind of says what you’re about, and if you want to sing on it, great, no pressure. Don’t even feel the need to text me back or whatever. Just listen to it and let me know.’ And he got right back with me. He’s like, ‘Man I love the song. Let me live with it for a couple of days.’ And he called me back four or five days later and was like, ‘When do you want me singing on this thing?’ That was a pretty cool moment. I’m such a big fan of Luke, and he’s been a huge influence on me since I moved to Nashville, and pretty cool to have him on one of my songs now.”

CUT 20: Jordan Davis talks about writing the song “Need to Not.”

Jordan Davis (Need to Not) OC: …dig it. :13
“It’s a song I wrote with my brother Jacob, Josh Jenkins and Matt Jenkins, you know, three guys I’ve been writing songs with ‘em for about four years now. I’m really excited that some of these songs are getting released and pumped for y’all to hear ‘em. So, hope you dig it.”

CUT 21: Jordan Davis says his brother Jacob came up with the idea of “Need to Not,” and the direction it took was about past relationships.

Jordan Davis (Need to Not) 2 OC: …do it, you know? :20
“’Need to Not’ was Jacob’s idea. It was just kind of talking about that voice in your head about doing things that we know is wrong. We don’t need to be doing it, but we just ignore it. Leave it to me to think back of like past relationships where I was like, ‘Man, I don’t need to be hanging out with this girl anymore,’ but I still do it, you know?”

CUT 22: Jordan Davis talks about the song, “Drink Had Me.”

Jordan Davis (Drink Had Me) OC: …that song came from. :28
“You know, ‘Drink Had Me,’ came from my producer Paul DiGiovanni came into a write and said, ‘Hey guys, I got this idea for a song called ‘Drink Had Me.’ And I was like, ‘Whew! That’s happened to me once or twice.’ And I just kinda started thinking back on like how many times I would tell somebody, ‘Hey man, let’s go have a beer. Let’s go have one beer.’ That never works. You just never have one beer, which is where that song came from.”

CUT 23: Jordan Davis talks about the song, “Lose You,” from his new Buy Dirt EP.

Jordan Davis (Lose You) OC: …pretty special. :20
”‘Lose You’ is a song that came out of the writers’ retreat. Three of my buddies — Paul DiGiovanni, Josh Kerr and Josh Dorr — we were all kind of sitting around talking about how awesome the women in our lives are and how we would be in a lot of trouble if we lost them, and what came of that was this song. So, it’s pretty special.”

CUT 24: Jordan Davis talks about looking back at his “Almost Maybes.”

Jordan Davis (Almost Maybes look back) OC: …their ‘Almost Maybes’.” :40
“It’s really cool to see where I’m at now – a beautiful little daughter, a wife that I love, and I’m able to kind of replay those almost maybes every time I hear it on the radio. It’s just kind of cool. It’s not that I’m trying to bash anybody. It’s not that I’m trying to look bad on any of my past relationships. I think we all learn things through those relationships, and it’s kind of a good thing. I think if you just take out all the negatives out of any relationship, you really don’t grow or find any positives out of it. All those girls were amazing girls, and it’s cool now with social media, I can go back and check in with them and they’re all doing great…and I was one of their ‘Almost Maybes.’”

CUT 25: Jordan Davis talks about the song, “Trying.”

Jordan Davis (Trying) OC: …song about it. 1:04
“’Trying’ actually came from a huge fight me and (wife) Kristen had. We just got in an argument and it was the day before my last write of the year, right before we were shutting down before Christmas. And I went in and wrote with Ashley, Emily and Paul, and that was kind of fresh in my mind. I just kind of told them, I was like, ‘Guys, I’m sorry. We got into a huge fight last night, and I kinda feel bad; I kinda feel like an idiot for saying some of the things I said and I kinda want to write this.’ And it was cool that they were all ready to go there. It makes it easier when it’s all friends that you’re writing with and you can kinda be a little more open about that stuff. Yeah, that song was written as an apology after the big fight after the pandemic, but a lot of that too was we were on edge; it was the holiday season, so we had a lot of people coming into town and we’d been cooped up in the house. But either way, I’d said some things I wish I’d wouldn’t have said. Unfortunately, she’s married to a songwriter, so I’ve got to go write a song about it.”
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
