MCA Nashville’s Jordan Davis has been named an “Artist to Watch” by Billboard, Rolling Stone, CMT, Pandora, Shazam, Amazon Music, Sounds Like Nashville, The Tennessean, Whiskey Riff and more. A Native of Shreveport, Louisiana, Jordan was surrounded by music from a young age as both of his parents played instruments and he sang in his church choir. The middle of three children, he learned to play guitar around the age of 12 in between baseball and football games. After graduating from LSU, Jordan briefly pursued the path of his degree working as an environmental consultant in Baton Rouge, Louisiana; however, his passion for music and songwriting eventually compelled him to move to Nashville in the summer of 2012. 

In 2015 he signed with ole for publishing followed by a record deal with Universal Music Group in 2016. Last year, Jordan received the prestigious Songwriters Hall of Fame Abe Olman Scholarship for Excellence in Songwriting as the only Nashville-based songwriter. 

Jordan’s debut song, “Singles You Up,” is sitting at No. 5 on the country charts and was just certified gold. The tune spent several weeks on the Spotify US Viral Chart (all genre) and even hit the Spotify Global Viral Chart (all genre), and it’s currently streaming more than 3.5 Million times per week, averaging around 200 million streams.

He co-wrote every track on the album, due out March 23rd.

HOME STATE Album Soundbites:

CUT 21: Jordan Davis explains why he named his debut album, Home State.

Jordan Davis (album title) 1 OC: …Home State. :39
“When it came time to name the record, you know, Louisiana is a big part of who I am and I love the fact that I’m from Louisiana and I call Louisiana my home state. One of the main reasons that it’s called that is that this record, the ideas for these songs, the inspiration behind these songs can all be traced back to Louisiana. All those songs [on the record] started in Louisiana, and I thought what better way than to kinda put a line through all of them and tie a bow on this whole record. I thought Louisiana was too much, and I’ve always loved that title, Home State.”

CUT 22: Jordan Davis says Louisiana is the common thread that ties together his debut album, Home State.

Jordan Davis (album title) 2 OC: …happy about it. :17
“You know, that was the common thread, and then obviously you know with ‘Leaving New Orleans’ being on there, that being one of my favorite songs that I’ve ever written. You know I thought that was a great way to kind of put a stamp on it. That’s the last song on the record, and yeah, I’m really happy about it.”

CUT 23: Jordan Davis says being raised in Shreveport, Louisiana has crafted his musical style. 
Jordan Davis (being from Shreveport influenced his music) OC: …is today. :43
“I’m from Shreveport, Louisiana and I think that it’s influenced my music, basically because it’s just a melting pot. You know, the musical history of Shreveport goes back very, very far, back to the Louisiana Hayride, and I think the music is a huge part of what Shreveport is. Being that close to Mississippi, being in the same state as New Orleans, there’s just a huge culture, mixed bag of different kinds of music. Then you throw in the music that’s been in my family – my dad, my mom, my uncle – I think it just kind of made for this perfect storm of what my music is today.”

CUT 24: Jordan Davis talks about his hopes for his debut album, Home State.

Jordan Davis (album expectations) OC: …Home State album. :27
“I really hope that through this album you get a better glimpse into who I am as an artist, you know a glimpse into not only my country influences, but some of my rock influences, some of my R&B influences, and just my love for songwriting. I really feel like we’ve done a good job with the production [and] with the writing of this record, and I hope you feel like you know a little bit more about who I am after listening to it. That’s kinda what I hope you take away with from the Home State album.”

CUT 25: Jordan Davis talks about the song “Take It From Me” from his debut album, Home State.

Jordan Davis (Take It From Me) OC: …in that one. :56
“‘Take It From Me’ is a song I wrote with my brother and Jason Gantt. I remember I’d always loved that saying, ‘take it from me,’ just because growing up I got told that a lot. Take it from me, don’t do this or that. It was actually Jacob’s title that he brought in, and I remember when we kinda started thinking about writing it from that perspective. You know, that kind of advice-giving way. I kind of just wanted to flip it on it’s head. And I remember one of the examples that I threw out was about the t-shirt, the t-shirt line. We always said how like for some reason girls always run off with your most comfortable T-shirt, and we were able to get that into song and the chorus. That was one where Jason just already had a really cool groove already going and we had a lot of fun in that one.” 

CUT 26: Jordan Davis said there is a reason why “Take It From Me” is the first song on his debut album, Home State.

Jordan Davis (Take It From Me) 2 OC: …of that one. :24
“that was one that is at number one for a reason. I feel like when it came to kicking the record off there was not a better song than ‘Take It From Me’ that did it. I feel like we wrote that song very well, and then you know as far as production-wise, I think that that’s a great introduction to what Home State is, and yeah, I’m very, very proud of that one.”

CUT 27: Jordan Davis says he wrote “Going ‘Round” more than four years ago, and it’s one that has stood the test of time for him.

Jordan Davis (Going ‘Round) 1 OC: …to me. :59
“One of the cool things about ‘Going Round’ is this is the oldest song on the record, this song is coming up on over four years old. I wrote this song before I had a publishing deal, before I really had really anything going on other than just being a bartender in Nashville. That idea came from you know kind of going back to kinda my high school days when you know rumors would kind of start flying, and I remember always thinking like ‘I can’t wait for that to start going around,’ and that kind of stuck out to me. That was one of those songs that when we finished it I knew it was special and I remember working and coming home from work one night, I’d got off a bartending shift I pulled into my drive way, and that was like one of those songs I could never stop listening to the demo of it. So, when we started making the record and I started going back and listening to older songs, ‘Going Round’ was one that always stood out and I always thought it was so cool to have a song that old that still meant that much to me.”

CUT 28: Jordan Davis says “Going ‘Round” from his Home State album is the one song that reminds him of how far he has come in his career.
Jordan Davis (Going ‘Round) 2 OC: …going forward. :53
“One of my favorite parts of that song is the chorus. I feel like this is by far the most fun chorus I get to sing. That’s like the one that I feel like every singer looks forward to a song on the setlist every night, and ‘Going Round’ is definitely one of those songs for me that you know I love singing it. I love the way that we cut it, and it’s just a song that kinda always brings me back to every time I see that song or hear it, I initially go back to where I was at when I wrote that song. And it’s so cool to see how far you know my career has come since being a bartender and meeting Ben and Pavel for the first time and writing that song, to where it’s at now. It’s almost that kind of, you know, that one to kinda remind me to keep pushing and keep going forward.”
CUT 29: Jordan Davis talks about writing the song “More Than I Know.”

Jordan Davis (More Than I Know) 1 OC: …that feel. :19
“‘More Than I Know,’ man we had a lot of fun writing this song. That was one I remember coming in with that title, and I really didn’t know what to do with it other than I wanna write a song about a girl that’s more than I know what to do with and from the second Paul started to play that track I was like, ‘Well alright that, my title fits that feel.’“

CUT 30: Jordan Davis says “More Than I Know” feels like it’s almost three different songs in one.

Jordan Davis (More Than I Know) 2 OC: …a fun song. :38
“ I think one of the cool things about that song is I almost feel like it’s three different songs in one, kind of the verse had it’s own kind of feel to it. The chorus kind of goes big and then after the chorus, we kind of bring it down in this post chorus, and I feel like just musically it’s almost like this rollercoaster ride. That’s a song that I just love singing, the band just loves playing and from the looks of it people love hearing it. So, that’s one that I’m really happy that kind of showcases A) A lot of Paul’s talents as a producer and I think both of our talents as a songwriter to kind of just have fun and write a fun song.”

CUT 31: Jordan Davis talks about the song, “Slow Dance in a Parking Lot.”

Jordan Davis (Slow Dance in a Parking Lot) OC: …in there. 1:12
“We kind of relieved Lonnie’s [Fowler] first date with his wife. He started talking about how I think they went to a movie, and then on the way home Garth Brooks came on the radio, they pulled over into a parking lot and started slow dancing. You read the title and that’s it, like where do you go other than the fact that these people are eventually gonna end up be slow dancing in a parking lot? So, I think for me one of the reasons why that title just jumped out to me is alright we’re giving them what this song is about from jump street. You read the track listing -- ‘Slow Dance In A Parking Lot,’ that’s whats gonna happen. How do we bring in the real-life end of this and make people wanna listen to it again? The only way to do it was we got Lonnie talking and we kind of put that night into a song, and I know it means a lot to him. That’s another one too that I feel like the phrasing on that song is something that is unique to who I am, you know? I almost kind of ramble on it, but I still feel like through the rambling you get the feeling of… and the verses and you set it up right. One of my favorite parts about that song is the fact we got a rent-a-cop in it, I don’t even know if they like being called rent-a-cops but [laughs] we definitely got that in there.”

CUT 32: Jordan Davis talks about how his debut song, “Singles You Up,” has changed his life.

Jordan Davis (debut song has changed his life) OC: …a part of. :47
“Obviously, country radio has been great in playing it and to see it where it’s at on the charts as a debut song, you know it’s kinda crazy you know to think that it’s doing what it’s doing. I’ll be honest with you as one of the last songs, it actually was the last song that we wrote for this record. To see people’s reaction when we start playing that song, you know that’s why we do it. That’s why you write songs for people to hear ‘em, for people to feel something. That’s one that people have fun when they hear that song, you know when we play it in the live show. When I see people’s reaction to it on Twitter or Instagram, that’s why you write music -- to make somebody feel something. And if they feel happy when they sing it, it’s pretty awesome. So, it’s one that I’m happy to be a part of.”

CUT 33: Jordan Davis explains what “Singles You Up” means to him. 

Jordan Davis (Singles You Up meaning) OC: …your shot. :22
“‘Singles You Up’ to me means if you see a girl may be taken, but she’s a great girl, and ‘A’ if she ever gets singled up or if you think you can be a better boyfriend than the one she already has, just hang around and I don’t know, [you] maybe might get your shot.”

CUT 34: Jordan Davis explains how he and his co-writers came up with the idea for his debut single, “Singles You Up.”
Jordan Davis (Singles You Up) 1 OC: …lot to me. :29
“‘Singles You Up’ was written with two buddies of mine back in Nashville. One of ‘em had just gotten engaged, and when he came in we were congratulating him on it, and the saying ‘You’re smart enough not to single her up’ was thrown up, and I think we all kind of knew that we needed to write that. We actually wrote it really, really quick, I mean right when we got done, we knew we had something special. So, we have a blast playing it, and I can’t be happier that it’s my debut single. It’s a song that means a lot to me.”

CUT 35: Jordan Davis talks about the song, “Sundowners,” from his debut album, Home State.

Jordan Davis (Sundowners) 1 OC: …went down.  :53
“I think I was reading something on Facebook, and I saw somebody wrote something and the one word that stood out to me was sundowners. That’s another one of those titles that I kind of just put in my phone and don’t think about. I was driving into [town to] write one day with Matt Jenkins and Josh Jenkins, two great guys and even better songwriters. I didn’t know where to go with it but if there was anybody who could mold something it would be the Jenkins brothers and man those guys from the second I said that and just gave the title well I can remember Matt being like, ‘Well what are we gonna write it about?’ and I was just like ‘I have no clue. I have the title and I think it can be cool but that’s square one.’ And you know just kind of through talking we kind of just created this word and created these people who were Sundowners who lived for when the sun went down.”. 

CUT 36: Jordan Davis says “Tough to Tie Down” is one he and his band enjoy playing live.

Jordan Davis (Tough to Tie Down) OC: …to playing. :25
“’Tough to Tie Down’ was an older song. It was one actually when I first started playing out, playing shows live that was another one other than ‘Going ‘Round’ that was probably the second oldest song on the record. It just kind of stood out. There was something about that song that kind of grabs people’s ear, and I think it feels great. I think Paul did a great job in the production of it and another one we kinda look forward to playing.”

CUT 37: Jordan Davis talks about the song, “Tough to Tie Down.”

Jordan Davis (Tough to Tie Down) 2 OC: …somewhere crazy. [laughs] :17
“I feel like that everybody knows a girl like that, you know, that just has a little bit too much wild and there’s nothing a matter with that. And I feel like it’s kinda a salute to them -- thanks for driving some guy somewhere crazy.” [laughs]

CUT 38: Jordan Davis talks about recording the song “Selfish” at the last minute.

Jordan Davis (Selfish) OC: …these songs. :48
“‘Selfish’ is the song that I feel like took the biggest leap from the writing process to the demo to the recorded version. I think that’s the one, for me personally, that when I was going back and listening to the record I couldn’t stop listening to that song.  We didn’t cut that song the first batch when we went in to make the record. I can remember around Christmas time I went back and listened to it and kept listening to it, and I made kind of a last second decision to go back into the studio I think three weeks before my record was supposed to be due and record three more songs, ‘Selfish’ being one of them. I think that kind of freaked some people out, but I remember just saying I don’t feel like I made the best record if I don’t go in and record these songs.”

CUT 39: Jordan Davis talks about the song “Made That Way.”

Jordan Davis (Made That Way) OC: …I love her. :48
“I wrote that about my wife. I kind of wanted to have this song about you know things that kind of aggravate you about what your wife might do, but you know just kind of tie it in. It’s like that’s what makes relationships and things so special is kind of the things that make you mad. I remember when we were writing that I was kind of just jotting down all these things that Kristen does that kind of aggravate me, and [laughs] as I started reading it back I was like man that’s the verse of the song like that’s it and we were able to get a lot of those in there, like she drives way too fast when it rains; if she could, she’d put Christmas lights up and leave them up all year long. So, it was just that contrast of things that aggravate me. And the payoff is that’s also you know the reason why I love her.”

CUT 40: Jordan Davis talks about the song “So Do I.”

Jordan Davis (So Do I) OC: …turned out great. :42
“’So Do I’ is one that, you know I feel like you say that all the time. The idea of that song, we didn’t reinvent the wheel or anything on it, it’s just one of those things. Sometimes you kind of get in those modes where it doesn’t matter what it is, if she wants to do something, you know, you do too. I think that was basically us just writing a song about a girl that could have said ‘I wanna go chase a sunset in Santa Fe’ or ‘I wanna hop a train and go wherever I wanna go.’ It’s basically letting your guard down and saying, ‘You got it,. I’m right here with you, and let’s go do whatever you wanna do.’ That one was a fun one to write, and I think it turned out great.”

CUT 41: Jordan Davis talks about the song, “Dreamed You Did,” from his debut album, Home State.

Jordan Davis (Dreamed You Did) OC: …the record. :36
“You know, that’s a song that I feel like just from the first note, it just feels different. It kind of makes you want to listen to it. And the story behind it was just kind of that lost relationship that you’re kind of kicking yourself for losing, and you’re also kind of kicking yourself for still wanting it to be there. I always go back to college relationships where you want to get over something but sometimes I think you’ve moved on a little bit faster than your mind has. That’s kind of where that song lies and, that’s one of my favorites from the record.”

CUT 42: Jordan Davis says he wanted to paint a vivid picture of New Orleans in the song “Leaving New Orleans.”

Jordan Davis (Leaving New Orleans) OC: …talking about. :38
“It’s probably one of my favorite songs I’ve ever written. This would be the flag carrier of the album. Growing up being such a John Prine fan, the way he was able to paint pictures through his songs, that’s why I liked him so much. So I really wanted to paint New Orleans. New Orleans is one of my favorite places in the world, and I wanted the imagery to, no matter what the rest of the song said, the first verse that was about New Orleans, I wanted somebody that knew anything about New Orleans to say, ‘Yep, that’s it. I know exactly what he’s talking about.’”

CUT 43: Jordan Davis talks about the song “Leaving New Orleans.”

Jordan Davis (Leaving New Orleans) 2 OC: …go back there. :59
“The idea from that came from sitting in the airport in New Orleans, I didn’t want to leave, I never want to leave a trip from New Orleans, but there’s a sign that said ‘Departing New Orleans.’ I wrote it in my phone, and on the plane ride back I started jotting down what made New Orleans cool, and it was the Spanish moss, and the French Quarter. I’ll never forget sitting in a courtyard the weekend I met my wife and there were two kids that had crushed up Coke cans tapes to their shoes and they were tap dancing, and I was like ‘Man, that’s so cool.’ That is that city, and at the same time kind of tying in this really heartbreaking story about this guy that’s lost his love and he’s gotta get out of there. He can’t stay there anymore. So, I thought what better place for me than to make it New Orleans, a place that I love so much, and I can only imagine not being able to go back there.”
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
