For Carrie Underwood, Christmas has always been a holiday filled with family, faith, gratitude, and music. It's the most wonderful time of the year, set to a soundtrack of carols and hymns. Season after season, those songs never fail to strike a chord… especially during challenging times. 

My Gift, Underwood's highly-anticipated, first full-length collection of Christmas classics and new holiday-inspired originals, couldn't have arrived at a better time. Mostly written and entirely recorded during the 2020 health pandemic that brought the world to an unexpected and extended halt, it's a timely reminder of the many things still worth celebrating. With guest appearances by John Legend (who appears on "Hallelujah," a gorgeous duet co-written by the "All of Me" chart-topper with Toby Gad), Isaiah Fisher (Underwood's 5 year-old son, who joins her for a very special rendition of "Little Drummer Boy"), and a full orchestra led by legendary conductor David Campbell, My Gift is a personal and inspirational album that celebrates not only the larger-than-life power of Underwood's vocals and songwriting gifts, but also a reminder of the many things we can be grateful for this holiday season. 

Underwood has many reasons to be thankful this year. Since kickstarting her career as the winner of American Idol's 2005 season, she's become a multi-media superstar whose milestones include 64 million records sold, 27 #1 hit songs, seven platinum-certified records, a New York Times best-selling book, 12 years as a member of the Grand Ole Opry, and more than 100 major awards (including seven Grammys, 15 ACM Awards including three for Entertainer of the Year (the first female in history to win twice and, as of 2020, the only female ever to win three times), 20 CMT Awards where she holds the record for the most award wins ever for the show, 7 CMA Awards, and 15 American Music Awards). One of the best-selling artists of the 21st century, Underwood has maintained a reputation as a leader in the industry, inspiring and lifting up emerging artists, and supporting women as she did with the all-female lineup for her 2019 Cry Pretty Tour 360. 

It was during the final weeks of The Cry Pretty Tour 360 that she began pulling together plans for a Christmas record. As 2019 gave way to 2020, a global health crisis only strengthened her resolve to create an album that emphasized reverence and optimism. 
"Now, more than ever, we all need to focus on what Christmas is about," says Underwood, who worked with many of the album's collaborators — including her co-writers and her Grammy-winning producer Greg Wells — via a series of Zoom sessions. "Even though it has been a tough year in so many ways, sometimes I feel like the greatest realizations can come at the worst times, or in the most stressful times, and it makes you more thankful for the things you do have."

CUT 21: CARRIE UNDERWOOD TALKS ABOUT WANTING TO MAKE A CHRISTMAS ALBUM.

Carrie Underwood (Christmas album) 1 OC: …to take. :22
“This year, it was just kind of on my heart to do this Christmas album. I just felt like this was such a fitting time, kind of feel like it’s a more perfect time than ever to record an album like this. I’ve always wanted to make a Christmas album, and it’s something that really has to be well thought out and so right after The Cry Pretty Tour 360 was over, this was the next step I knew I wanted to take.”

CUT 22: CARRIE UNDERWOOD EXPLAINS WHY SHE WANTED TO RECORD A CHRISTMAS ALBUM.

Carrie Underwood (why she wanted to record a Christmas album) OC: …we did it. :17
“I love these songs. I love singing about Jesus. I love Christmas as a whole, as a time of year. So, I have always wanted to make an album like this, so I did. (laughs) I always wanted to, so we did it.”

CUT 23: CARRIE UNDERWOOD TALKS ABOUT THE TITLE OF HER FIRST CHRISTMAS ALBUM, MY GIFT.

Carrie Underwood (My Gift album title) OC: …good title. 1:21
“I chose My Gift as an album title. It’s a bit of a story. I wanted something to kind of define this album and me in it. And “Little Drummer Boy” kind of became a cornerstone for this whole project and it does tie back to that story of a little boy not having anything to give Jesus and he gave him what he could, which was his talent, his gift which was given to him by God, his love of music. I always say I like to imagine that he was good at it. He was a good drummer. Had to be. And that’s what he wanted to give to Jesus, which was a gift that was given to him by God. I feel like my gift in my life, which I’m blessed enough to have many gifts that I’m so thankful for, but my heart and my cornerstone is the gift and the love of music. That’s what I get to do. That’s my gift that I get to do when I get on stage or when I record a song that is something for me and I’m so thankful for it. So I want ultimately with this album to give it back to Jesus like the little drummer boy. So, I thought My Gift was a good title.”

CUT 24: CARRIE UNDERWOOD EXPLAINS WHAT FANS CAN EXPECT FROM HER FIRST CHRISTMAS RECORD, MY GIFT.

Carrie Underwood (what fans can expect from My Gift) OC: …like Christmas. :24
“I think fans can expect this album to just put them in the mood for Christmas. We go traditional. We go new. We sing songs about love. We sing songs about Jesus. We sing happy songs about Christmas. Hopefully, it just takes them on a journey and makes them feel a certain way, makes it feel like Christmas.”

CUT 25: CARRIE UNDERWOOD EXPLAINS WHY THESE SONGS GO SO WELL TOGETHER TO MAKE UP THE COLLECTION ON MY GIFT.

Carrie Underwood (My Gift collection) OC: …about Christmas. :21
“I feel like these songs all go together really well and, you know, make a well-rounded album because I feel like we do – we have that heart of it being about Jesus. But we kind of go in different places and hopefully take the listener on a journey and kind of talk about all the things that are great about Christmas.”

CUT 26: CARRIE UNDERWOOD TALKS ABOUT CHRITMAS MUSIC.

Carrie Underwood (Christmas music) OC: …a certain way. :37
“There is no other like part of the year that gets its own music, like exclusively. When you think about it, like entire radio stations switch over to play Christmas music around Christmas time. So, I feel like it just puts you in the mood for Christmas. Christmas is something that everybody looks forward to and to have Christmas music start playing way before Christmas. It usually does because people just can’t wait to get there. It puts you in a mood. It changes your state of mind. It gets you ready for it and it just makes you feel a certain way.”

CUT 27: CARRIE UNDERWOOD SAYS HER CHRISTMAS HOLIDAYS USUALLY INCLUDE COOKING AND TRAVELING, BUT MOST IMPORTANTLY, FAMILY.

Carrie Underwood (perfect Christmas) OC: …with family. :40
“My perfect Christmas, generally we do a lot of traveling around Christmas. We’ll go see either my family or my husband’s family. I’ll spend all day cooking. I’ll make a small turkey, even though I don’t eat turkey. I’ll make myself some tofurkey; cranberry sauce, of course. Of course, sweet potato casserole. You have to have that. That’s one of my favorites because it’s a side dish and dessert, but I’ll just make a ridiculous amount of food. Just celebrate, have a fire, we wait for Santa and open our presents, then we’re off to see the next group of family. It’s all about watching it through my sons’ eyes and just getting to spend time with family.”

CUT 28: CARRIE UNDERWOOD RECALLS MEMORIES OF PAST CHRISTMASES.

Carrie Underwood (Christmas memories) OC: …Christmas carols. :18
“Christmas was always just about family. One thing that we always did growing up that was one of my favorite memories, we would on Christmas Eve we would go to my grandparents’ house. Us kids were always responsible for putting oranges and apples and bananas in little paper bags and we would go down to the nursing home and sing Christmas carols.”

CUT 29: CARRIE UNDERWOOD TALKS ABOUT HER CHRISTMAS TRADITIONS.

Carrie Underwood (Christmas traditions) OC: …time of year. :35
“For me growing up, Christmas was always just comforting. We always had the same stockings and the same tree and the same decorations, and we would always decorate the weekend right after Thanksgiving. You know, flip the Christmas switch, put the tree up. Now that we’re adults and have kids, we can go to the Christmas tree farm and we can walk around, and we can pick out which one and ask Isaiah, ‘Which one do you think?’ Just things like that, making those memories. It’s just a joyful time of year.”

CUT 30: CARRIE UNDERWOOD TALKS ABOUT THE SONG, “JOYFUL, JOYFUL, WE ADORE THEE.”

Carrie Underwood (Joyful, Joyful, We Adore Thee) OC: …
“’Joyful, Joyful We Adore Thee’ -- It was kind of like ok, we’re going to have some traditional Christmas songs, but maybe kind of put my own spin on them. And ‘Joyful, Joyful We Adore Thee,’ I love the words of that song, when I started listening to it, it’s very marchy, I love these words but I don’t love the marchy feeling. We looked at it as a challenge, and the way we recorded it just felt right as an opener. We came up with something very different and beautiful.”

CUT 31: CARRIE UNDERWOOD TALKS ABOUT HER VERSION OF “O COME ALL YE FAITHFUL,” WHICH APPEARS ON HER FIRST CHRISTMAS ALBUM, MY GIFT.

Carrie Underwood (O Come All Ye Faithful) OC: …whole product. :42
“There’s something very comforting about these types of songs, like ‘O Come All Ye Faithful.’ It’s just one of those, that it’s like you’ve just known it your whole life. But I love the lyric ‘O Come Let Us Adore Him,’ because I do have a baby. When I look at him and I’m like I just adore you, you’re so beautiful, you are adorable, and to think about that in the context of Jesus, those words just struck me differently this time. I love how this song ended up, and I love the placement of it on the album and I love the songs around it, and I think it just added this touch of home to this whole project.”

CUT 32: CARRIE UNDERWOOD TALKS ABOUT WRITING “LET THERE BE PEACE,” WHICH APPEARS ON HER FIRST CHRISTMAS ALBUM, MY GIFT.

 Carrie Underwood (Let There Be Peace) OC: …with people. :47
“’Let There Be Peace’ came through a writing session. It just kinda became super special to me. We were just trying to add a different feel to the album as a whole, we kept it very simple, very joyful – it was just kind of the heart of Christmas to me. I’ve been wanting to make a Christmas album for a long time. It’s been a bright spot getting to make it in this unusual year. It’s well wishes for Christmas. It’s hope and joy. We want love to ultimately win. It’s just a timely message. It just felt like this is such a perfect song to kind of set the listener up for some new Christmas songs, it is something everyone can sing along to and hopefully strike a chord with people.”
CUT 33: CARRIE UNDERWOOD TALKS ABOUT THE SONG “LITTLE DRUMMER BOY” ON HER NEW ALBUM, MY GIFT. THE SONG ALSO FEATURES HER SON, ISAIAH.

Carrie Underwood (Little Drummer Boy) OC: …basically. :50
“Little Drummer Boy is another one of those songs that I feel like, you’ve probably known your whole life. And it really is what Christmas is all about to me – is about a little boy who, it’s like everyone’s going to bring gifts to Jesus, and he doesn’t have any money, and he does bring his talent – he’s like I have an idea, I’m going to play my drum for Jesus, because that’s what I have, that’s what I know how to do. So, he wants to take the things that he’s good at, his gifts, to give back to Jesus. You know, my five-year-old, I asked him if he would like to come sing on this song with me. He did such a great job, and it ended up being a proper duet. I think, Isaiah, stole the album basically.”

CUT 34: CARRIE UNDERWOOD TALKS ABOUT THE WRITING PROCESS FOR “SWEET BABY JESUS.”

Carrie Underwood (Sweet Baby Jesus) OC: …all started. :41
“I didn’t really know what my goals were when we started making the album as far as is it all going to be originals, is it all going to be traditional? Will it be some mix? We went in writing just to see what would happen. ‘Sweet Baby Jesus’ is another original. My co-writers are Brett (James) and David Garcia; it started in the heart of Brett James. He had texted both of us lyrics, and it was like wow, you know, this already sounds beautiful. It was just a very full circle type song about this baby that would die one day to save the world. We wanted to just keep it simple and beautiful. It’s just how it all started.”

CUT 35: CARRIE UNDERWOOD TALKS ABOUT THE SONG, “HALLELUJAH,” WHICH JOHN LEGEND WROTE AND IS FEATURED ON.

Carrie Underwood (Hallelujah) OC: …cool collaboration. :37
“’Hallelujah’ is a song that touches on many different topics and feelings. It’s a love song, it’s a Christmas song, it’s a celebrating the time of year song. It’s you know, still wanting that joyfulness – it was written by John Legend and Toby Gad. When I listened to it, it had John’s voice on it, and it’s just beautiful. I knew I wanted to sing it – we asked if John, you might want to sing it with me. The perfect song, the perfect person, John Legend sounds amazing on it and I was like wow, I can’t believe that this just all came together like this, and just kind of a really cool collaboration.”

CUT 36: CARRIE UNDERWOOD SAYS SHE COULD NOT IMAGINE DOING A CHRISTMAS ALBUM WITHOUT THE CLASSIC “O HOLY NIGHT.”
Carrie Underwood (O Holy Night) OC: …every word. :38
“I could not imagine doing a Christmas album without ‘O Holy Night’ on it. I love the music, I love the lyrics, I love the challenge of the vocals. ‘O Holy Night’ is not an easy song to sing. You’ve got to match the intensity of the lyrics and the music. It’s just one of those big, beautiful, gorgeous songs. I wanted it to be just very traditional, and it’s pretty perfect the way it is. It’s just talking about magic and the drama and what an important, impactful, beautiful night that must have been. You just feel it – you feel every note, you feel every word.”

CUT 37: CARRIE UNDERWOOD TALKS ABOUT THE SONG, “MARY, DID YOU KNOW.”

Carrie Underwood (Mary Did You Know) OC: …feel about that? :43
“At the beginning of making this album I feel like I just had this giant list, you know I like to see my thoughts kind of put out in front of me. And ‘Mary Did You Know’ was on that list – because I did feel like it was a bit of a bridge-gapper between some of the ones that were written a really long time ago, and the ones that we just wrote. There are a lot of Christmas songs out there that focus on the birth of Christ. I love the spin on it, in that you are looking at it through Mary’s eyes. And just asking her, you know, did you know this baby that you’re holding is the son of God. I’d be like, how do you feel about that?”
CUT 38: CARRIE UNDERWOOD TALKS ABOUT THE HOLIDAY STANDARD “HAVE YOURSELF A MERRY LITTLE CHRISTMAS,” WHICH SHE RECORDED FOR HER NEW ALBUM, MY GIFT.

Carrie Underwood (Have Yourself a Merry Little Christmas) OC: …the album. :51
“Have Yourself A Merry Little Christmas is another Christmas standard. I love the melody of this song. I love the simplicity of this song, there’s just something about it that kind of feels a different space, on this album as a whole. Makes you think about a winter’s day and thinking about people that you miss maybe, you know people that you haven’t seen in a while but you think of this specific year that we’ve been in – some people aren’t going to be able to go see their families for Christmas, I’m not sure we’re going to be able to visit our family, and we miss them. You think of songs like this, it’s just timely, even though it was written forever ago. And as an adult, it definitely hits harder. I loved getting in the studio and singing it, and just really proud that it’s a part of the album.”

CUT 39: CARRIE UNDERWOOD RECALLS SINGING “AWAY IN A MANGER” IN CHURCH. 

Carrie Underwood (Away in a Manger) OC: …spin on it. :27
“’Away In A Manger,’ it’s one of my earliest memories of being in church and doing the Christmas program as a kid, and you know you’re in front of all the people, and singing that song. I think songs like ‘Away in a Manger,’ that definitely is a way to teach our children about the birth of Jesus in a way that they can remember and sing along to, but I love being able to take it and put my own spin on it.” 
CUT 40: CARRIE UNDERWOOD GETS A LITTLE EMOTIONAL WHEN TALKING ABOUT ENDING HER CHRISTMAS ALBUM, MY GIFT, WITH THE BEAUTIFUL “SILENT NIGHT.”

Carrie Underwood (Silent Night) OC: …people with. :34
“You know, when you are ending an album, you just kind of want to leave people with something special or leave them with feeling a certain way. ‘Silent Night,’ when I was in there singing it, I was just overwhelmed with happiness and peace. It was on the lyrics “son of God, loves pure light,” and I don’t know what it was – I don’t know if I’ve ever really felt this while just singing a song, just felt like it was a great thing to leave people with.”  
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
