Parker McCollum wants it both ways. Restless soul who can slam dunk a major venue. Texas spirit who can exist on mainstream country radio. Songwriter with a sense of turpentine and truth singing for people whose life isn’t quite the truckbed/field party revel much of country music would have you believe. 
Coming up in Texas, selling out Stubbs, Billy Bobs and Nutty Browns, the brash young man with a taste for Rodney Crowell, Todd Snider and James McMurtry had just enough Houston gangster rap in the water to develop a swagger that’s miles from the good ole boy patina so many of his peers embody. But don’t let that bravado fool you, his passion for songwriting runs deep. 

“I want to have Luke Bryan success, singing Chris Knight-caliber songs,” he declares. “To have longevity, you can’t sacrifice integrity to get on the radio. People know the difference, look at Willie, look at Strait. I knew I could do Texas and never leave, or come to Nashville and do the pop-country thing. My goal is to ride the middle.” 

He exhales as he says this, takes in the landscape. He’s already notched a platinum-certified #1 with the banged-up declaration of love and betrayal “Pretty Heart.”

CUT 19: Parker McCollum talks about the title of Gold Chain Cowboy.

Parker McCollum (Gold Chain Cowboy) OC: ...seemed to fit. :58
“I wanted to write a song around that idea and I never really liked the direction that it was going. So, I kind of gave up on it, but the phrase Gold Chain Cowboy kept finding its way back into my mind over and over again. And I couldn't figure out why I couldn't get away from it. And then, you know, the more I started to think about it as an album title, I was like, well, it really makes a lot of sense. You know, I, I definitely like to flex on a little bit. I like a nice gold watch or gold chain or I would love to have a big house on my own ranch back in Texas in a couple of years with maybe a couple of whips in the driveway and my big old truck. But, you know, I think all those things are great and I really do like those things. But, you know, I don't think they mean much if you're not well mannered and carry yourself the right way and work really hard to earn every one of them. And it's kind of combining those two styles. And I was brought up that way, you know, worked very hard and try to go out and take care of yourself and reward yourself for working hard, but carry yourself the right way. And the more I thought about Gold Chain Cowboy, the more it just seemed to fit.”

CUT 20: Parker McCollum talks about his hopes for fans when they hear the album, Gold Chain Cowboy. 

Parker McCollum (what he wants fans to go away with) OC: …can ask for. :26
“What do I want the listeners to take away from listening to Gold Chain Cowboy? The only thing I can ask is that they believe it. I think my best album is yet to come, and I think this one is really good. I really believe in all the songs and wrote all the songs. As long as the listener will believe every song when they listen to it, that’s about all I can ask for.”


CUT 21: Parker McCollum talks about the song “Wait Outside,” which he wrote with Jon Randall and Randy Rogers.

Parker McCollum (Wait Outside) OC: …out great. :25
“’Wait Outside’ was a song I had for a while, er chorus I had for a while. I had the idea for a long time. I was with my buddies Jon Randall and Randy Rogers and kinda felt like I was in a place in my life where finishing that chorus made sense. We were writing one day and their eyes kind of perked whenever I sang that chorus and they loved it, and we went after it and I feel like it turned out great.”

CUT 22: Parker McCollum talks about the song “Dallas” and getting Danielle Bradbury on the song.

Parker McCollum (Dallas) OC: …on the album. :37
“’Dallas’ was a song I knew had to go on the record. I was in the studio. I had written the first verse and the chorus, and I sent it to Randy Rogers, a good friend of mine, and I said, ‘Hey man, write a second verse to this song,’ and he just happened to be with our other buddy Wade Bowen and so him and Wade Bowen finished that second verse and bridge and shot it back to me. We went into the studio and it turned out phenomenal and Jon Randall thought about having Danielle Bradbury sing on it, kind of do some harmonies and sing on it, kind of do some harmonies and sing backup and feature her on the track. That was a no-brainer. She’s so talented. So, getting to have her on it just kind of made it complete, and I knew it had to be on the album.”

CUT 23: Parker McCollum talks about recording “To Be Loved By You.”

Parker McCollum (To Be Loved By You) OC: …stoked about it. :28
“Recording ‘To Be Loved By You” was really a unique kind of experience. It was a song I think that when I wrote it with my buddy Rhett Akins, we kind of, we didn’t put a lot of energy into it. It was more of a kind of slow, balled-y song, and we got in the studio, I was with Jon Randall, and I said, ‘Man, what if we just push the limits on this one and kinda just see how far we can push the envelope here?’ It’s crazy to see how well it turned out, and it’s such a rockin’ tune and we’re stoked about it.”

CUT 24: Parker McCollum talks about writing the song “Falling Apart.” His co-writers include Miranda Lambert, Jon Randall and Randy Rogers.

Parker McCollum (Falling Apart) OC: …on the album. :39
“’Falling Apart,’ it was the night before I was going in to write with Miranda Lambert and Jon Randall and Randy Rogers and we were really just hanging out seeing if we could write a song. I wanted to go in with an idea, and the night before I was sitting around picking on guitar and came across that chorus/melody and thought it was worth showing some love to it and took it in the next day. What I had originally written for the chorus was a little too mean, I think was what Miranda said. She wanted to soften it up a little bit, which I think was a great idea. It needed that. Then we were listening to .38 Special a lot of the time – my producer Jon Randall and I – and so we wrote it that day and went into the studio and cut it and it, man, it just felt so good, it had to be on the album.”

CUT 25: Parker McCollum talks about the song “Heart Like Mine.”

Parker McCollum (Heart Like Mine) OC: …really great. :40
“’Heart Like Mine,’ I’d written that verse a long time ago, several years ago, and I was writing with a buddy like mine Tony Lane and Ben West, and I had played that verse in a couple of other writes trying to see if anybody thought anything of it. Never really got any response. Tony and Ben kind of perked up that day when I started singing it. I was never able to finish it, never knew where it was supposed to go, never could really put a lot of time into it, and those two guys were just kind of the perfect combination to see that thing through. Man, it’s a true story, and it was also one that had to be on the record. I’d been sitting on it for a long time and thought it turned out really great.”

CUT 26: Parker McCollum talks about writing “Why Indiana,” which is featured on his new album, Gold Chain Cowboy.

Parker McCollum (Why Indiana) OC: …love with it. :42
”’Why Indiana’ is a song, we were on the road (and) I was in the back of the bus, we’d just come off stage somewhere in North Carolina. I just walked to the back of the bus, got the little guitar we have back there and started singing ‘Why Indiana,’ that chorus melody, had no idea what it was about. We weren’t even in Indiana, but I just thought it was so catchy. I loved the melody, and I was trying not to map out songs as much at the time, and so I went in to write with my buddy Randy Montana and sang that chorus for him, and it kind of came to life once he got his hands on it. And the title was so random and the melody so catchy, we felt it would just kind of finish itself, and it really did. And went into the studio and cut it and fell in love with it.”

CUT 27: Parker McCollum talks about writing the song, “Rest Of My Life.”

Parker McCollum (Rest Of My Life) 1 OC: …on the album. :47
“’Rest Of My Life,’ it was really the only decent song in all of my time off the last year, and I was really thinking about the record and I was trying to write a lot and just nothing was happening. I woke up one morning and got in the shower, and I’d been humming the melody before I went to sleep the night before. I got up the next morning, got in the shower, and actually got right back out of the shower and wrote that song in about 10 minutes, 15 minutes. And as soon as I wrote it, I was like, ‘Alright, it’s done. Leave it. That’s it.’ And I didn’t really think much about it for about six months until I started thinking about songs for the record and looking at all the songs I had in the vault, and that one was just staring me back in the face. And it’s so honest and it’s so real, and I lived every bit of it, and also, I knew it had to be on the album.”

CUT 28: Parker McCollum says writing the song “Rest Of My Life” helped him get his life together during the pandemic.

Parker McCollum (Rest Of My Life) 2 OC: …to that song. :26
“You know, I think being off the road for the first time since I’ve been on the road, having that kind of time off and I don’t know if I was really handling it well. I wasn’t really living right, wasn’t really living good, and I think that song was kind of the wake-up call that I needed. It was just staring me back in the face after I had written it, kind of like, ‘This is the way you’re living right now. You might want to clean it up and get it together.’ And man, I really did, and I owe a lot to that song.”

CUT 29: Parker McCollum talks about writing his No. 1 song, “Pretty Heart.”

Parker McCollum (Pretty Heart) OC: …chase this dream. :43
“‘Pretty Heart’ was a song, er hook, that I had had and a melody I’d had for a long time that I had forgotten about. I was scrolling back through my Instagram one night, looking for something one night and I had found a video of me singing it that I had posted forever ago. I was like, ‘Man, how did I forget about that?’ I think that was the day before I was flying up here (Nashville) to write with my buddy Randy Montana. I was like, ‘Maybe he’d like that idea.’ I took it to him, and he just fell in love with it and that was like two or three hours that we just cranked it out. We were like, ‘Man! That was it.’ All those songs come from very real-life experiences – good and bad choices and decisions that I’ve made on my own. But they’re all just about past relationships and giving those up to chase this dream.”


CUT 30: Parker McCollum talks about the song “Never Loved You At All.”

Parker McCollum (Never Loved You At All) OC: …country song. :37
“’Never Loved You At All. I wrote that with my buddies Corey Crowder and Brian Kelley. I had never written with them before, and everybody says it and I say it all the time all my songs are so sad and slow and about everything going wrong. And so I was like, man I wonder if we can write a feel-good song and still kind of have that theme of everything going wrong and bad things happening really be the idea of the song. And I think ‘Never Loved You At All’ kind of hit the nail on the head. It feels good, man. I’ve never cut anything like ‘Never Loved You At All.’ It’s really, it’s really different, but it’s still just a sad ole country song.”
