CUT 21: Parker McCollum talks about the main goal he wanted in making his new album, Never Enough.

Parker McCollum (goal of new album Never Enough) OC: …same place. :40
“I really only had one goal in mind when I was, you know, even beginning to write this record and that was really just to kind of do my thing and not try to go for a certain sound or, you know, not trying to write hits or anything like that.  Not even having that in mind, just kind of keeping my process the same as it’s always been just sitting around trying to write country songs. And, you know, hopefully you write a few that you can get a bunch of people to come scream back to you each night, and luckily I’m blessed to be able to do that a few times now. And this record, I just wanted it to be as genuine and authentic as my other three albums were, and I write all these songs from pretty much the same place.”

CUT 22: Parker McCollum

Parker McCollum (Jon Randall producer) OC: …that shows. :46
“I think Jon and I are probably as in sync right now with sonically and musically right now as we’ve ever been together.  He’s a Texas guy.  He gets what I’m trying to do here and he kind of helps me walk that line between the two and he’s a phenomenal songwriter and such a phenomenal player as well. So, he’s really been kind of a good coach with me and kind of showing me the ropes of how to stay – stick to your guns and stay who you are but at the same time evolve and grow and mature sonically and songwriting and performing. It’s just, I don’t know. It feels like we kind of have a good jive going, and I think when you listen to the record top to bottom that shows.”

CUT 23: Parker McCollum talks about what he wants fans to go away with after listening to his new record, Never Enough.

Parker McCollum (fan hopes for Never Enough) OC: …of this one. :39
“You know, if I could have any of my fans take anything from this record, it would just be that he’s still doing the same thing. He’s still just a kid writing songs at heart, and it’s really – it’s really an honest record. It’s pretty vulnerable at times, and I hope they just believe it. After they listen to it, I hope they believe it and…take to it like they have my other records. So, I get kind of nervous when I put out albums because I just want to deliver, and I want them to be happy. I want them to listen. The fans that have been there since day one, they deserve great songs and a great record, and I hope they think that of this one.”

CUT 24: Parker McCollum talks about Never Enough following up Gold Chain Cowboy.

Parker McCollum (follow-up to Gold Chain Cowboy) OC: …shot at it. :36
“Gold Chain Cowboy was such a – I wrote a lot of that record during Covid and just at a different time and we kind of made that record all over the place. We recorded here and we recorded there, and it was kind of pieced together. It was just a strange time. And so coming into Never Enough, it kind of felt like we just we had a little more of a rhythm and I kind of felt like I was – you know, Gold Chain Cowboy was my first record on a major label so I really kind of learned a lot through that process and I felt like we were just way more dialed in for this record and kind of got to take a better shot at it.”

CUT 25: Parker McCollum explains how he came up with the title of his Never Enough album.

Parker McCollum (Never Enough title) OC: …of the songs. :54
“Never Enough is really kind of just the common theme. I just couldn’t shake it all last year. I just kept coming back to it. Every mountain I’ve climbed, I just immediately wanted to climb the next mountain and as much as I could obtain or buy or do or the amount of work, I could put in is like never enough. It always seems never enough, and you’ve got to learn to really be grateful for what you have and to be in the moment and be appreciative of that because nothing is guaranteed. And just kind of caught up with chasing the dream and it seemed like everything I did was never enough. So, when it came time to name the record that’s kind of where my mind was writing all those songs, and I think it fit. I think it really fits the song – the sequencing of the songs.”

CUT 26: Parker McCollum talks about the song “Hurricane” from his album, Never Enough.

Parker McCollum (Hurricane) OC: …right up top. :34
“‘Hurricane’ - David Lee Murphy came over to my house and had that chorus written. I was hanging out with Jon Randall and Randy Rogers. They were over at the house and David Lee come over and he had – he just kind of sat down on the couch. I don’t even think he said ‘Hello,’ and he just started playing this chorus for ‘Hurricane’ and I said, ‘Damn, I like that a lot.’ And it’s real different from anything I had ever cut or written or anything. So, we spent the rest of the day writing it and finished it and did a bunch of work tapes and went back and changed some stuff. It’s just, like I said, I just don’t have a lot in my catalog like it so it’s kind of nice to have a burner right up top.”

CUT 27: Parker McCollum talks about “Best I Never Had,” a song from his new album, Never Enough.

Parker McCollum (Best I Never Had) OC: …more mind. :39
“‘Best I Never Had’ – I wrote that chorus sitting at my desk at my house. It was in the middle of the day kind of in deep thought and just trying to ramble some stuff off this other song and then couldn’t remember what I had – I wasn’t recording so I just kind of gave up on it and just sang out the chorus of ‘Best I Never Had’ instantly like in one take. Then I wrote the first verse and then I didn’t think much of it. I didn’t really want to finish it or anything. I was with Brett James, and I played it for him, and he was like ‘Man, that’s really good. That’s a hell of a song.’ So sometimes that’s all I need is just someone to tell me that it’s not bad and then I’ll pay it some more mind.”

CUT 28: Parker McCollum talks about the song, “Things I Never Told You.”

Parker McCollum (Things I Never Told You) OC: …a great song. :59
“This song, it’s the only song on the record I didn’t write. I wanted to cut one outside song for this record. People send me songs all the time and very, very, very rarely does one ever really catch my attention and stand out, and my buddy Taylor Phillips sent this song to me one day. He wrote it with Lynn Hutton and Monty Criswell and just one time through. I didn’t even listen to the whole song, but halfway through after the first chorus, I said, ‘I’m in. I’m singing that song.’ It reminded me so much of my mom and I knew she would love to hear it. I didn’t tell her anything about it. I had her come to one of tour rehearsals this year and played it for her there, full band with the whole production and everything and the empty amphitheater. It was kind of cool. But I cut that just for her and thought it was such an amazing song. There’s a line in it that said, ‘I kept a well-hidden can of Skoal in the console of my Chevy.’ I actually really did in high school. I had a secret compartment in the center console of my Chevy truck that I kept a can of dip in. So just it kind of hit home and it’s just a great song.”

CUT 29: Parker McCollum talks about writing the song, “Burn It Down.”

Parker McCollum (Burn It Down) OC: …for them. :56
“‘Burn It Down’ -- Liz Rose and Hilary Lindsey and Lori McKenna -- better known as the Love Junkies -- were coming over to my house one day and Liz got there first and she walked into the kitchen and she said, ‘What are we going to write today?’ And I said ‘Liz, I’m pretty burnt out on songwriting and the record is done so it could be anything today.’ And she said, ‘Well, don’t say that. Usually this is when you write the best songs.’ And I was like, ‘I don’t think you understand how tired I am. I really don’t want to write.’ But we did anyways and about ten minutes later, I sort of just out of nowhere sang the chorus for ‘Burn It Down.’ It just fell out. And everybody in the room was like ‘Dang, that’s bad ass.’ And so, I would say it’s probably the strongest song on the record and to have those three girls on a cut with me is pretty special. They’ve written some big songs together and they’ve written a lot of really good songs together. And I don’t think I never would have written this song if it wasn’t for them.”

CUT 30: Parker McCollum talks about the song “Stoned” from his album, Never Enough.

Parker McCollum (Stoned) OC: …every one to be. :46
“‘Stoned’ I had written the – it’s a really simple song. There’s not a ton to it. I had written the chorus during – during Covid and never really did anything with it. Never tried to finish it or anything. But ‘Stoned’ was kind of that way, and I played it for Brett James, and he was like ‘that’s a really good song.’ And so he was really the one who pushed it and he wrote kind of that bridge section and I never would have finished that song and put it out if it wasn’t for him telling me that it was good. He seems to be good at that. And it’s kind of crazy that as soon as it came out, they would sing the entire thing as soon as we started our tour. Like they were screaming ‘Stoned’ at the start of the show. They wanted to hear ‘Stoned.’ Wanted to hear ‘Stoned.’ And then we’d play it and they’d sing the whole song. We didn’t have to sing a word. So that’s how you want everyone to be.”

CUT 31: Parker McCollum talks about the inspiration behind the song, “Lessons From An Old Man.”

Parker McCollum (Lessons From An Old Man) OC: …country song. 1:07
“‘Lessons From An Old Man,’ I have – that song really kind of hit me in the gut when we were kind of messing around with the melody and I had sang out loud ‘lessons from an old man made a young man wise.’ And I can remember Lori’s face. She was like ‘Oh, that’s it.’ And we were up in Woodstock, Illinois writing songs and we were working on this one and I just kept thinking ‘lessons from an old man – lessons from an old man made a young man wise.’ Like I have so many great role models in my life - my dad, my uncles, my brother. Both of my grandpas are up early work every day, do it the hard way, old school. Just they don’t make them like that anymore. They always come correct. Their ducks are in a row and yours better be, too. And that’s the standard. And I’ve learned an unbelievable amount from watching them and trying to emulate the way that they carry themselves through life and I try to kind of copycat a lot of that they do in business and in life and everything. This song when we were writing it I couldn’t help but think about all of them. So it really kind of hits home a lot for me. But I think it has a good message and I think it’s a good country song.”

CUT 32: Parker McCollum says the inspiration for “Tough People Do” came from listening to Vince Gill’s 1996 hit “Pretty Little Adriana.”

Parker McCollum (Tough People Do) OC: …terribly wrong. :54
“‘Tough People Do’ – you know, I had been listening to ‘Pretty Little Adriana’ by Vince Gill on repeat and, you know, that song is so simple. The lyrics are so simple, but the song is just gorgeous. And I was kind of trying to want to – I was wanting to write songs like that. You know simple over a real pretty melody. And so I had had the idea for a song ‘tough times don’t last, tough people do.’ And we tried to originally write it one way and then decided that maybe it could be more of kind of like a softer love song. And, again, Jon Randall’s idea. And I just – they were out on the road with me, him and Brett James, and writing songs. It’s kind of funny to think about three guys on a bus writing a song like that but sometimes that’s just how it goes. And it’s just a simple song over a beautiful melody that I think probably my wife enjoys a little bit. Some songs not being about it all going terribly wrong.”

CUT 33: Parker McCollum talks about writing “Handle On You.”

Parker McCollum (Handle On You) OC: …song’s about. :53
“‘Handle On You’ is a song I wrote with my buddy Monty Criswell before Hallie and I were back together, and I was really going through it and I was drinking quite a bit and staying up all night trying to write sad country songs. I wasn’t really writing anything at the time and woke up real late one day and Monty came over and he had this title called ‘Handle On You,’ and I said, ‘Man, I’ve kind of been trying to get a handle on her,’ and I was really kind of living that at the time. It’s a super honest song, and it really means a lot to me when I listen to it and think back on that time on what I was going through. You know, I was drinking to try to get out of a bad spot which is never gonna work, but I don’t regret it at all because we wrote ‘Handle On You’ from literally living exactly what that song’s about.”

CUT 34: Parker McCollum talks about the song “Speed.”

Parker McCollum (Speed) OC: …living it. :55
“‘Speed’ is a fun song, and I don’t have a lot of those. But kind of life going 100 miles an hour and living at the pace I’m living for as long as I have, I felt like this song was kind of inevitable. It was going to come out of me at some point. But I had my buddy Ryan Beaver out on the road with me, and I don’t remember, I said, ‘I want to write this song called ‘Speed,’’ and he was kind of like ‘I don’t think so.’ And I was like ‘No, I want to do it.’ And so, I just kind of – I wrote that first verse and he’s like ‘Ah, that’s pretty good.’ And then we started working on the chorus and he’s like ‘Ah, that’s pretty good.’ We both just kind of fell in love with it and it kind of speaks to some real-life stuff for me when it talks about the girl and how easy she is, and it describes Hallie Ray really well. She’s a really easy person, very easy on me and pleasant to be around. But I’m kind of all over the place a lot of the time so it’s living it.”

CUT 35: Parker McCollum talks about the song, “Tails I Lose.”

Parker McCollum (Tails I Lose) OC: …stands out. :42
“‘Tails I Lose,’ sad country song, which are my favorite songs. The Warren Brothers and Wade Bowen were over at my house, and I don’t remember who had the title but ‘heads I win, tails I lose.’ I was like I’ve never heard that in a country song somehow, so I want to write that before someone else does. And it was a melody I had been messing around with at the house a little bit and they had come over and I had some other stuff written to it. It wasn’t very good. And I said ‘Man, this melody would fit the ‘tails I lose’ really well.’ That was a fun day writing that song because it’s like an old jukebox, sad, country love song but you can almost hear it before you write it. And it just turned out so well, and it’s got its own identity on the record. It kind of stands out.”

CUT 36: Parker McCollum talks about writing “I Ain’t Going Nowhere.”

Parker McCollum (I Ain’t Going Nowhere) OC: …that wasn’t. 1:06
“‘I Ain’t Going Nowhere’, Lori McKenna genius. We were up there in Woodstock, Illinois writing songs and she was kind of stomping her foot on the floor playing this groove and she just kind of looked at me and she said ‘Hey, you’re good at making stuff up. Start making stuff up.’ So, I just started rambling off lines and she’s really good at getting that out of me. And I think Jon Randall is on that song. Liz Rose is in there. Maybe Lee Miller. I can’t remember. But they all come to write songs for my record and hung out for a few days and I think that was the first one we wrote on day one when we got there. And it’s kind of – all of my songs are usually about leaving and red flags and all kinds of stuff. But it’s nice to write one about not leaving and quite the opposite, which is a lot of times what I find myself wishing I was doing was staying home. So, it’s – I think it has its own place on the record and it’s hard for me to write tempo songs that aren’t just terribly awful, sad. And so, it was kind of nice to get one that wasn’t.”

CUT 37: Parker McCollum talks about “Too Tight This Time.”

Parker McCollum (Too Tight This Time) OC: …turned out great. :29
“‘Too Tight This Time’ is a simple song that I wanted – you know, I had this guitar lick I was playing over and over again and played it – I had Jon Randall and Brett James out on the road with me and was playing that lick all weekend and Jon was like ‘Are we going to write that song or not?’ I hadn’t really said anything about it. I just kept playing it over and over again. So, I said ‘Man, it’s just not a – it’s not really a song. It’s like a dream almost.’ So, we kind of wrote it to that idea and kept it real simple and made it really about kind of a musical moment on the record and it just turned out great.”

CUT 38: Parker McCollum talks about the song “Don’t Blame Me.”

Parker McCollum (Don’t Blame Me) OC: …this record. :40
“‘Don’t Blame Me’ was again, trying to write simple song over a beautiful melody. Trying to kind of rip off – not rip off, but kind of channel my inner Vince Gill that I think I have that I really don’t and just writing songs from the heart, love songs that aren’t incredibly intricate and doesn’t tell some great story. It’s just a great country song about, you know, something going right for once. I don’t know if we really accomplished what we were trying to do but that was certainly one song that stuck out to me as being a little more vulnerable and a little different on this record.”

CUT 39: Parker McCollum talks about recording the song “Have Your Heart Again.”

Parker McCollum (Have Your Heart Again) OC: …my favorite. :33
“Very vulnerable. ‘Have Your Heart Again,’ I had that song for a long time. I had the melody for about six years and finally finished it with Ashley Gorley and Lee Miller. And I knew I wanted it to be piano ballad. Jon Randall, that was one time I put my foot down. He was trying to have the whole band on it, and I was like ‘No.’ I was like, ‘No, just me and piano on this one.’ And I never had a piano ballad. I have no idea if anybody is going to like it or not, but it’s a cool song and it’s really different from anything I’ve ever done. So, it’s a rip your heart out song, which are my favorite.”

CUT 40: Parker McCollum says “Wheel” is a perfect goodbye song and just right for the last track on his album, Never Enough.

Parker McCollum (Wheel) OC: …the record. :16
“‘Wheel’ is just my goodbye. It’s my riding off into the sunset song. I thought it turned out so cool. It’s a great you know after taking you all the way down on the record and ripping your heart out it kind of ends on a high note and it’s got a good groove to it. So, it’s a personal favorite on the record.”
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
